As far as you are concerned we know from the 

reports that you are just happy to live in prison - it does not really help you, but of 

course if you go on behaving in the way that you have the public are really entitled 

to say "well we are fed up of seeing Archie Campbell rolling around the streets, we 

are going to lock him up for a long time". Do you understand that?
