JUDGMENT

reflect the seriousness of what your client did. We have taken into 

account his achievements, we have read the papers, and we have 

taken into a=ount the fact that he was at least out of trouble in this 

jurisdictiDn in the United Kingdom between 1971 and 1984 and for that 
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reason and in the hope that he will pull himself together when he 

comes out, we are going to reduce the conclusions slightly and 

sentence him to nine months. A=dingly, you will be sentenced to 

nine months' imprisonment on each of the counts as asked far by the 

Attorney General.
