JUDGMENT 

We have listened and considered carefully everything 

that Advocate Miss Dorey has said on your behalf, and she has in fact 

covered every point that could have been covered. We find ourselves 

in agreement with some of that which she said, but not all af her 

submissions. 
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Insofar as Counts 1 and 2 are concerned we regard forgery as a 

serious offence, as this Court has always done, and we are not 

prepared to reduce the sanction for that offence to less than nine 

months which we regard as the minimum, even after taking all 

mitigation into a=unt. 

We do accept, however, the principle that the maximum penaJi:y 

set down by the legislature should generally be reserved for the worst 

case of its kind. If maximum sentences are t:oo low, as we believe 

them to be in respect of Counts 3, 4 and 5, then it is for the 

legislature to give attention to raising them and not for the Court to 

impose the maximum. 

Moreover, because all the offences were committed on the same 

day and the same method of identifiJ:::ation was used and the driving 

was consequential we can regard all the offences as part of a series 

and impose concurrent sentences throughout. 

So we vary the conclusions slightly and we sentence you as 

follows: 

On Count 1 you will serve nine months 1 imprisonment. 

On Count 2 you will serve nine months 1 imprisonment 

concurrently. 

On Count 3 you will serve two months • imprisonment 

concurrently. 

On Count 4 you will be fined the sum of £20, or in default of 

payment you will serve one week 1 s imprisonment concurrently. 

On Count 5 you will serve two months' imprisonment 

concurrently, making a total of nine months' imprisonment and £20 

or one week 1 s imprisonment concurrently. 

Also on Counts 4 and 5 there will be a disqualification for holding 

or obtaining a licence to drive for twelve months concurrently.
