0n 25th January, 1995, Ihe Applicant was additionally charged with rape and indecent 
assaul~ 10 which not guilty pleas were entered. Ban was withdrawn. 

On 9th June, 1995, the Applicant was indicted bel ore the Royal Court charged with: 
1 count 01 rape; and 
1 count of indecent assault 

Application 10r bail refused.

JUDGMENT 

THE DEPUTY BAILIFF: We are very grateful, Mr. Gollop, for everything 
that you have put before us, but when we last granted bail in this 
Court the matter was one of grave and criminal assault.

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a question of rape and we feel that we are bound by Representation 
of Makarios (1978) JJ 215; the matter is so serious that in the 
circumstances we cannot - however much we might be minded to do so 
- grant your client bail. He is therefore remanded in custody. 
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
