Application for a review of the refusal of Ihe Magistrate 10 granl bail on 28th June, 1995. 

On 2nd March, 1995, the appficant pleaded guilty to 2 charges of causing malicious damage, and nol 
guilty to 1 charge 01 violenlly resisting Police Officers In the execution of their 
duly and was remanded 10 appear on 3rd April, 1995. 

On 6th March, 1995, the applicant reserved his pleas to 1 charge of assault: to 1 charge of being 
disorderly on licensed premises, conlrary to Article 83 of Ihe Licensing (Jersey) 
law, 1974: 10 1 charge of violently resisting Police Officers in the execution of 
their duty; and to 1 charge 01 assaulting a Police Officer in !he execution of his 
duty. Ball was granted on conditions; 

On 21st Marcl!, 1995, the applicant pleaded guilty 10 1 charge of acting in a manner likely to cause a 
breach of !he peace; to 1 charge of obstructing a Police Officer in the execulion 
of his duty; and to 1 charge 01 causing malicious damage; and pleaded not 
guilty to 1 charge of violently resisting Police Officers in the execution of their 
duty, and was remanded in custody, and again on 24th March, 1994, to appear 
on 3rd April, 1995. 

On 31st March, 1995, !he applicant applied to the Royal Courllor a review of the refusal to grant bail. 
The application was refused. 

On 3rd April, 1995, the Relief Magistrate relused bail. 

On 7th April, 1995, Ihe Royal Court granted the application of Ihe Applicant for a review 01 the 
refusal 01 the Relief Magistrate 10 grant bail on 3rd April, 1995, and granted bail 
( see Jersey Unreported Judgment of that date. ) 

On 18th April, 1995, the applicant pleaded guilty to 1 charge of causing maliCious damage and not 
guilty 10 1 charge 01 malicious damage and 10 1 charge of being drunk and 
disorderly, and was remanded in custody: bail was refused. 

On 21st April, 1995, the Royal Court granled the application 01 the Applicant for a review 01 the 
refusal of Ihe Relief Magistrale 10 granl bail on 18th April, 1995, and gran led 
bail ( see Jersey Unreported Judgment of that date.1 
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On 24th April, 1995, the Applicant appeared in the Magislmle's Court and denied breaches of the bail 
conditions imposed by the Royal Court on 21st April, 1995. The breaches were 
found 10 be proved, and Ihe applicant was remanded in custody; bail was 
refused. 

On 28th April, 1995, the Royal Courl refused the application of the Applicant for a review oflhe 
refusal of the Relief Magislrate 10 grant bail on 24th April, 1995, (see Jersey 
Unreporled Judgmenl of /hat daleJ 

On lrd May, 1995, Ihe Magistrate's Court refused an application by the Applicant 10 be admit/ed to 
Bail. 

On 5th May, 1995, the Royal Court refused the application ollhe Applicant for a review oflhe refusal 
of the Relief Magistrate to grant bail on lrd May, 1995, (~ Jersey Unreported 
Judgment of Ills! dale.) 

On 25th May, 1995, the Magislrale's Court refused an application by the Applicant 10 be admitted to 
Bail. 

On 31st May, 1995, the Royal Court granted the application of the Applicant for a review of the 
refusal of the Relief Magistrate to granl bail on 26th May, 1995. and granted bail 
on terms. 

On 26th June, 1995, Ihe applicant pleaded not guilty in the Magistrate's Court to 4 charges of acting 
in a manner likely to cause a breach of Ihe peace, and was remanded in 
custody without a bail option until 28th June, 1995. 

On 28th June, 1995, the applicant changed his plea from not guilty to guilty to the 4 counts with 
which he was charged on 25th June, 1995, and was remanded in custody 
without bail option unlil2Gth July, 1995. An application for bail was refused by 
the Magistrate. 

On 30th June, 1995, Ihe applicant applied to the Royal Court lor a review of the refusal of the 
Magistrate to grant ball on 28th June, 1995. The Royal Court declined to 
entertain the application, but subsequently agreed Ihalthe applicant should 
have the opportunity to present the application on 7th July, 1995. 

Application refused.
