Citation and commencement 

1. This Order may be cited as the Road Traffic (Fixed Penalty) (Offences) (Amendment No. 2) 
Order (Northern Ireland) 2011 and shall come into operation on 5th December 2011.

EXPLANATORY NOTE 

(This note is not part of the Order) 

This Order amends Schedule 1 to the Road Traffic (Fixed Penalty) (Offences) Order (Northern 
Ireland) 1997 (“the 1997 Order”) by specifying additional offences committed in respect of a 
vehicle under the various statutory provisions detailed in the Order which are fixed penalty 
offences for the purposes of Part IV of the Road Traffic Offenders (Northern Ireland) Order 1996. 

Any liability to conviction for these offences may be discharged by the payment of a fixed penalty 
which is— 

(a) £30.00 for the offences set out in items to be inserted in the 1997 Order specified in 
Article 2(b) and (f); and 

(b) £60.00 for the offence set out in the item specified in Article 2(c), 

by virtue of the Road Traffic (Fixed Penalty) Order (Northern Ireland) 2007 (S.R. 2007 No. 319).
