Citation and commencement 

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Mental Capacity (Deprivation of Liberty) (Revocation) 

Regulations (Northern Ireland) 2019 and shall come into operation on 1st October 2019. 

Revocations 

2. The following Regulations are revoked— 

(a) the Mental Capacity (Deprivation of Liberty) Regulations (Northern Ireland) 2019(c); and 

(b) the Mental Capacity (Deprivation of Liberty) (Amendment) Regulations (Northern
