Tuere was a legacy of 6oo merks left to William' Ruthvea iz anmo 1611,
who was then in the eastern seas, and failing of him to Isabel his sister. For-
rester, executor confirmed to Isabel his wife, pursued Clerk, in whose hands
the money was, for the bygone annualrents thereof, and principal sum also.
Alleged, The libel could not be sustained, because he had not libelled that Wil-
liam was dead, failing of whom only the sister was substitute, so that unless he
offered to prove that the said William was dead, he could have no righit as exe-
cutor to his wife. Twur Lorps sustained the libel, in respect there was no other
appearance but he wasdead, having been so long absent, and no word of him all
that time, the pursuer finding caution to warrant the defender at all bands; -
for it weuld have exhausted the whole sum- to have led probation of his death,
besides that it could very hardly be proved. '
