¢ considering that William Fraser, junior, writer to the signet, will be-at consi-
¢ derable pains and trouble in managing my law affairs at Edinburgh, I am re-
¢ solved to settle on him the yearly salary underwritten. . Therefore, I bind
*-and oblige me, my heirs and successors, to content and pay to the said Wil
¢ liam Fraser, his heirs: and assignees, the sum of L. 15 Sterling money year-
*1y, and each year,; during all the days of his life; and his continuing to act

« honestly and faithfally for me, and ‘my successors, as -agent and doer y and

¢ that from-the term of Whitsunday next, and: so. forth thereafter during his
¢ life, and willing to act for me and mine,. in manner above-mentioned.’ -

It was objected to this claim, by his Majesty’s Advoeate; That the bond is -
not conceived in- the terms of -a‘liferent-annuity ; it does not bear to be granted

for services past, neitlier does it bear to be for love and. favour; the inductive
cause is future services, thie obligatory clause is during Mr Fraser’s life, and his
continuing- those services honestly-and faithfully ; and there bemg NOW DO ser-
vices to' perform, the pension falls;

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Pleaded fox. Mr:Fraser ; The bond.is to him durmg his lee, and as long as he -

is.willing to dét, and acts faithfully ;.and as no objection could have been made,
either to his willingness or fidelity,. by Lord Lovat or his. heirs, he cannOt.bgf‘
forfeited of his right by the fault of Lord Lovat, in" bringing his estate into a
situation to need no services ; and as Lord Lovat and his heirs would have been
bound in. the. present case to the claimant, so the Crown, in their right, must
be bound also.
