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ROAD TRAFFIC 

The A702 Trunk Road (Former Petrol Filling Station, Hillend) 
(Prohibition of Specified Turns) Order 2012 

Made - - - - 4th May 2012 

Coming into force - - 14th May 2012 

The Scottish Ministers make the following Order in exercise of the powers conferred by 
sections 1(1), 2(1) and 2(2)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984(a), and all other powers 
enabling them to do so. 

In accordance with section 1(1)(a) of that Act, they consider it expedient to do so to avoid danger 
to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or to prevent the likelihood of any such 
danger arising. 

Citation and commencement 

1. This Order may be cited as the A702 Trunk Road (Former Petrol Filling Station, Hillend) 
(Prohibition of Specified Turns) Order 2012 and comes into force on 14th May 2012. 

Prohibition of use of vehicles 

2. No person shall use, or cause or permit the use of, any vehicle on the length of road specified 
in Part 1 of the Schedule to make the turn specified in Part 2 of the Schedule. 

Direction of Police Constable 

3. Nothing in this Order applies to anything done with the permission or upon the direction of a 
police constable in uniform.
