Citation, commencement and inter pretation

Savings provisions
3—(1) The 1984 Regulations continue to have effsdhay did immediately before 30th June

2013 to—
(@) an appeal made by virtue of regulation 21 of the4lRegulations; and



(b) an appeal made by virtue of regulation 25 of th@41Regulations,
where notice of appeal is given to the Scottishisfars before that date.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations amend the Town and Country Rigri@ontrol of Advertisements) (Scotland)

Regulations 1984. The changes relate to appeaddinglto decisions, and failure to give

decisions, regarding the consents to display adeenents and to appeal in relation to
discontinuance notices and enforcement noticegdervrelation to the display of advertisements.
The amendments apply, with modifications, the miovis of sections 47 to 48 of the Town and
Country Planning (Scotland) Act 1997 (“the Act”) &mpeals relating to consents to display
advertisements; sections 47 and 48 of the Act feals relating to discontinuance notices and
sections 130 to 132 of the Act to appeals relatiogenforcement notices. The procedure
applicable to such appeals, including time limis fhaking an appeal, is set out in the Town and
Country Planning (Appeals) (Scotland) Regulatiod$32
