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DECISION AND REASONS

1. The  appellant  a  citizen  of  Pakistan  appealed  against  the  respondent’s
decision refusing him leave to  remain indefinitely as a dependent of  his
mother present and settled in the United Kingdom pursuant to paragraph
317 of the Immigration Rules. In a determination by Judge MR Oliver of the
First-tier Tribunal, the appellant’s appeal was dismissed.
