DECISION AND REASONS 

1. The Secretary of State has by letter dated 26 June 2018 accepted that the error of law 
alleged by the appellant has been made out and that having agreed to the matter being 
heard de novo does not object to the matter being remitted to the First-tier Tribunal for 
a remaking of the decision.
