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CONSENT ORDER

Background

1. The appellants are appealing against a decision of Judge of the First-
tier Tribunal Chana (“the judge”) promulgated on 24 August 2021
dismissing their human rights appeal.

2. At the error of law hearing, Ms Everett, on behalf of the respondent,
conceded that the grounds established that the decision of the
judge involved the making of errors of law such that the decision
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could not stand. Ms Everett and Ms Butler were in agreement that
the appeal should be remitted to the First-tier Tribunal to be decided
afresh by a different judge with no findings preserved.

3. The parties agreed to dispose of the proceedings by way of a
consent order.

Decision

4. Pursuant to Rules 39 and 40(3) of the Tribunal Procedure (Upper
Tribunal) Rules 2008 we make the following order:

5. The decision of the First-tier Tribunal is set aside and the

appeal is remitted to the First-tier Tribunal to be made
afresh by a different judge with no findings preserved.
