CONSENT ORDER 

1. In a Rule 24 response dated 7 July 2023, the respondent conceded that the 
judge (Judge of the First-tier Tribunal Davey) materially erred by giving 
legally inadequate reasons for not finding the appellant credible. Before

me, both Ms Norman and Ms Cunha expressed the view that the case 
should be remitted to the First-tier Tribunal to be heard afresh with no 
findings preserved. They also were in agreement that this appeal could be 
decided by way of a consent order.

2. Pursuant to Rules 39 and 40(3) of the Tribunal Procedure (Upper Tribunal) 
Rules 2008 I make the following order:

The decision of the First-tier Tribunal is set aside and the appeal 
is remitted to the First-tier Tribunal to be made afresh by a 
different judge with no findings preserved.
