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JUDGMENT ON
A PRELIMINARY ISSUE

1. Therespondentis an employment service provider under section 55 Equality Act
2010, in that it was concerned in the provision of work experience to the claimant,
as defined at sections 56(2)(a) and 56(6)(b) of that Act.

2.  Accordingly, there is/was an obligation on the respondent under section 55(1)(c)
of that Act not to discriminate against the claimant by not offering to provide work
experience to him, or under section 55(1)(b) as to the terms on which it offered
to do so.
