1. The respondent has made unauthorised deductions from the claimant's wages in the 

sum of £155.96 in respect of failure to pay the minimum wage during the period 20 July 
2020 to 2 August 2020.  
 

2. The respondent has failed to pay the claimant’s holiday entitlement and is ordered to pay 
the claimant the sum of £355.37 in respect of 5.1 days accrued but untaken holiday.  

 
3. These are the gross figures. If the respondent pays the tax and national insurance due 

to HMRC on the payments, payment of the net amount will meet the judgment debt. 
 
4. The tribunal does not have the power to order compensation for loss of benefit arising
