2. At the Preliminary Hearing listed for today's date the Claimant was asked to  clarify 

her claim in this action and confirmed that she accepted that having not been 

employed with the Respondents as at the date of annual discretionary bonus 

accrual (October 2022), under the terms of her contract, she was not entitled to 

claim bonus for that financial year.      
  

3  Accordingly the Claimant accepted that she need only proceed with her 
disability discrimination and constructive unfair dismissal claims which remain extant.
