Decision (including any steps ordered)

1. The complainant has requested information from the Ministry of Justice
(MoJ) regarding national policy documents relating to footage from
CCTV, hand held camera and body worn camera footage.

2. The Commissioner’s decision is that the MoJ has breached section 10(1)
of the FOIA as it has failed to give a substantive response to this
request.

3. The Commissioner requires the public authority to take the following
steps to ensure compliance with the legislation.

e The MoJ must issue a response to the request in accordance with its
obligations under the FOIA.

4. The public authority must take these steps within 35 calendar days of
the date of this decision notice. Failure to comply may result in the
Commissioner making written certification of this fact to the High Court
pursuant to section 54 of the Act and may be dealt with as a contempt
of court.

Request and response

5. On 9 March 2017, the complainant wrote to the MoJ and requested
information in the following terms:
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6.

Information Commissioner’s Office

“I would like to make a request under the Freedom of Information Act
2000 for the following information:-

1. All national policy documents relating to the storage, dissemination,

archiving and deletion of footage from CCTV, hand-held camera and
body-worn camera footage; and

2. All local policy documents at HMP Wakefield relating to the storage,

dissemination, archiving and deletion of footage from CCTV, hand-held
camera and body-worn camera footage.”

The MoJ did not respond.

Scope of the case

The complainant contacted the Commissioner on 23 May 2017 to
complain about the way his request for information had been handled.

Following receipt of the complaint the Commissioner contacted the MoJ,
reminding it of its responsibilities and asking it to respond to the
complainant within 10 working days.

Despite this intervention the MoJ has failed to respond to the
complainant.

Reasons for decision

Section 10(1) of FOIA states that

“Subject to subsections (2) and (3), a public authority must comply with
section 1(1) promptly and in any event not later than the twentieth
working day following the date of receipt.”

As a response has not yet been provided the Commissioner finds that
the MoJ has breached section 10(1) in failing to respond within 20
working days.
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Right of appeal

12. Either party has the right to appeal against this decision notice to the
First-tier Tribunal (Information Rights). Information about the appeals
process may be obtained from:
