IN THE MATTER OF an application under

Section 13(1) by Teng Pin Poo in respect

of patent application number GB 0207849.1

in the name of Trek 2000 International Ltd

DECISION

1 Patent application number GB 0207849.1 was originally filed in the name of Trek

Technology (Singapore) Pte Ltd and assigned to Trek 2000 International Ltd by virtue of

an assignment dated 3 June 2002.  The application has since proceeded to grant with

Patents Form 7/77 naming one inventor, Chong Seng Cheng.

2 Teng Pin Poo has now made an application in accordance with Section 13(1) of the Act

to the effect that he ought also to have been mentioned as an inventor.

3 Kok Wah Foo on behalf of Trek Technology (Singapore) Pte Ltd and S-Com Systems

(Singapore) Pte Ltd and has confirmed in writing that at the time the invention was made,

Teng Pin Poo was an employee of S-Com Systems (Singapore) Pte Ltd and ought to be

named with Chong Seng Cheng as a joint inventor. Chong Seng Cheng has also confirmed

in writing that Teng Pin Poo ought to be named as a  joint inventor.  I therefore conclude

that the relevant parties agree that Teng Pin Poo was a joint inventor.

4 Accordingly I find that Teng Pin Poo should be mentioned as a joint inventor in the

granted patent.  I also direct, in accordance with Rule 14(5), that an addendum slip

mentioning him as a joint inventor be prepared for the published application and for the

granted patent for the invention.
