Contrast, con- In Upper Canada much has since been done in furtherance of Indian civilization it is true
nomber'of that much more was required than in the Lower Province. The number of resident Indians
Provinces tw° was double, and many thousands more were wanderers in the remote and uninhabited districts.

Almost all the tribes in Lower Canada had long been partially civilized and converted to
Christianity; the majority of those in the Upper Province were uncivilized and pagans. The
former possessed no annuities, and were dependent wholly on the Parliamentary grant, the
inadequacy   of which, to meet any large increase of expenditure, has been already pointed out.
The latter were in the enjoyment of an annual income, payable by the Government, or derived
from investments in public and private securities, amounting to above .£6,500.

Hence the opportunities and means for promoting their improvement were much greater, and 20 
successive Lieutenant-Governors, prompted and aided by the Secretaries of State, and by the 
zealous and laudable exertions of missionaries of all classes, have conferred great and lasting 
benefits on the tribes within their jurisdiction. Their efforts have been restricted by the same 
causes as in the other Province. In both, it appears that the Indians have now attained nearly 
the same stage of civilization at wHch their further progress requires more enlarged measures, and 
more active interference.

The steps by which the Upper Canadian Indians were brought to this condition are described 
in the official correspondence.

In 1830, Sir John Colborne reported that certain tribes, comprising a few hundred individuals, 30 
had been placed under the charge of a Superintendent of the Indian Department, and urged to 
clear a tract of land between Lakes Huron and Simcoe; that he had directed houses to be built 
for them, on detached lots, and that they were clearing ground for farms. Agricultural imple­ 
ments had been procured for them, experienced farmers had been engaged to instruct them, and 
schoolmasters appointed to educate their children.

SIR. F. B. HEAD, TO LORD GLENELG.
Toronto, 20th August, 1836. SaugeenTerri-

MY LORD,   On arriving at the Great Manitoulin Island, where I was received by 1,500 " 
Indians, who had assembled for their presents. I found that this Island, as well as those I had 
mentioned, belonged (under the Crown) to the Chiopewa and Ottawa Indians, and that it would 8 - 
be necessary to obtain their permission before we could avail ourselves of them for the benefit of 

20 the other tribes.

Although I did not approve of the responsibility as well as the expense of attracting, as had 
been proposed, the wild Indians from the country north of Lake Huron to Manitoulin, yet it was 
evident to me that we should reap a very great benefit if we could persuade these Indians who 
are now impeding the progress of civilization in Upper Canada, to resort to a place possessing the 
double advantage of being admirably adapted to them (inasmuch as it affords fishing, hunting, 
bird-shooting and fruits) and yet in no way adapted to the white population.

Nothing could be more satisfactory than the calm deliberate manner in which the chief gave, 
in the name of the great Ottawa tribe, his entire approval of my projects ; and as the Chippewas 
and Ottawas thus consented to give up the 23,000 Islands, and as the Saugeens also consented to 

30 give up a million and a half acres adjoining the lands of the Canada Company, I thought it 
advisable that a short plain Memorandum should be drawn up explanatory of the foregoing 
arrangements, to be signed by the Chiefs while in Council, and witnessed by the Church of Eng­ 
land, Catholic and Methodist clergymen who were present, as well as by several officers of His 
Majesty's Government.

I enclose to your Lordship a copy of this most important document. * * * Your Lord­ 
ship will at once perceive that the docnment is not in legal form ; but our dealings with the 
Indians have been only in equity, and I was therefore anxious to show that the transaction had 
been equitably explained to them,

No. 2.- CM. The Surrender of the Saugeen territory has long been a desideratum in the Province, and it 
is now especially important, as it will appear to be the first fruits of the political tranquility 
which has been obtained.

I feel confident that the Indians, when settled by us in the manner I have detailed, will be 
better off than they were, that the position they occupy can bona fide be fortified against the 
encroachments of the whites, while on the other hand there can be no doubt that the acquisition 
of their vast and fertile territory will be hailed with joy by the whole Province.

MEMORANDUM REFERRED TO IN THE FOREGOING DESPATCH. 10

(Seal of Sir F. B. Head and the Wampum.}

Manitoulin MY CHILDREN, Seventy snow seasons have now passed away since we met in Council at the 
render, Crooked Place (Niagara), at which time and place your Great Father the Kins and the Indians of
9 Aug 1836 ' North America tied their hands together by the Wampum of friendship.

Since that period various circumstances have occurred to separate from your Great Father 
many of his Red children, and as an unavoidable increase of white population, as well as the 
progress of cultivation, have had the natural effect of impoverishing your hunting grounds, it has 
become necessary that new arrangements should be entered into for the purpose of protecting you 
from the encroachments of the whites.

In all parts of the world farmers seek for uncultivated land as eagerly as you, my red child- 20 
ren, hunt in your great forests for game. If you would cultivate your land it would then be con­ 
sidered your own property; in the same way as your dogs are considered among yourselves to 
belong to those who have reared them ; but uncultivated land is like wild animals, and your 
Great Father, who has hitherto protected you, has now great difficulty in securing it for you from 
the whites who are hunting to cultivate it.

Under these circumstances I have been obliged to consider what is best to be done for the 
Red children of the forest and I now tell you my thoughts.

It appears that these Islands in which we are now assembled in Council, are as well as all 
those on the north shore of Lake Huron, alike claimed by the English, the Ottawas and the 
Chippewas. 30

I consider that, from their facilities, and from their being surrounded by innumerable fishing 
islands, they might be made a most desirable place of residence for many Indians who wish to be 
civilized as well as to be totally separated from the Whites ; and I now tell you that your Great 
Father will withdraw his claim to these Islands, and allow them to be applied for that purpose.



Are you, theretofore, the Ottawas and Chippewas, willing to relinquish your respective claims No. 2.—Con. 
to these Islands, and make them the property (under your Great Father's control) of all Indians 
whom he shall allow to reside on them ? If so, affix your marks to this proposal.

MY CHILDREN, You have heard the proposal I have just made to the Chippewas and Otta- Saugeen 
was, by which it has been agreed between them and your great Father that these Islands (Mani- ^Au 
toulin), on which we are now assembled in Council, should be made the property (under your Hunj^ract
Great Father's control), of all Indians whom he shall allow to reside upon them. 1-2 vie., 0.206. ' r Record 121,

I now propose to you that you should surrender to your Great Father the Sauking territory line 8- 
20 you at present occupy, and that you should repair either to this Island or to that part of your 

territory which lies in the north of Owen's Sound, upon which proper houses shall be built lor 
you, and proper assistance given to enable you to become civilized and to cultivate land, which 
your Great Father engages forever to protect for you from the encroachment of the whites.

Are you therefore, the Sauking Indians, willing to accede to this arrangement ? If so, affix 
your marks to this my proposal.

In the arrangements to be concluded with the Assembly, Her Majesty's Government desire 
only to secure the efficient and upright discharge of the duties of the Executive Government, and 
the maintenance of the pledged faith of the Crown.

The revenues now at the disposal of the Crown in Upper Canada, appear from the Blue Book 
returns, to have amounted in the year 1836, to £35,399-7s-5d.: the items of which they consist 10 
are stated in the Schedule marked A. appended to this Despatch.

Of these revenues the first item in the annexed schedule, arising from the payments of the 
Canada Company, and amounting to £20,000, is of a temporary nature, and will altogether cease 
after the year 1842 ; but on the other hand, it is not unreasonable to expect an increased return 
from other sources. Thus, as the population and capital of the Province advance, the sales of 
Crown lands and timber will naturally be augmented ; while by the arrangement concluded with 
the Ordnance Department, for the sale of the Military Reserve, at Toronto, the price of that 
Reserve which cannot but be considerable, will, subject to a deduction to be hereafter noticed, be 
placed at the disposal of the Legislature.

The existing charges on this revenue amount to £32,005 : the items of which they consist 20 
are stated in the annexed schedule marked B. Of these items a large proportion may, I conceive, 
be altogether excluded from the Civil List to be proposed to the Local Legislature while others, 
though they must for the present be maintained, are yet to be considered as only temporary 
charges.

In the first class are to be placed the salaries of the officers mentioned in the margin the 
contingent expenses of the Government Office of the Secretary and Registrar and of the Admin­ 
istration of Justice together with that general expenditure, on account of public objects, of an 
occasional or fluctuating nature: to the support of which the faith of the Crown is not pledged. 
From the schedule marked C. you will perceive that the total amount of these charges, on an 
average of three years, is £12,565. The incidental expenditure of the Survey or-General's Office 30 
is omitted in this schedule, as well as in the proposed Civil List because being as I presume, for 
expenses incurred in the management of the Crcwn Lands it must, according to the universal 
practice, be deducted from the gross proceeds of the land revenue, before that revenue is paid over. 
But in order to prevent any misconstruction on this subject, you will lay before the Assembly of 
Upper Canada, annually, within fourteen days of their meeting, a statement of the incidental 
expenditure during the preceding year, the Offices connected with the management and sale of the 
Crown property.

In excluding these charges from the proposed Civil List, I am influenced by no doubt of their 
propriety, but by the consideration that there is no sufficient ground for withdrawing them from 
the annual revision of the Provincial Legislature. I feel confident that the Assembly of Upper 40 
Canada will pay due regard to the fair claims of the Public Officers thus thrown on their liber-
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ality; but so soon as you shall have submitted to that House the propositions of Her Majesty's 
Government, you.will apprize those Officers of the change which will probably take place in their 
situation.

In the second class to which I have referred, that, namely, of charges which must for the 
present be maintained, but which are only of a temporary nature, the first and the most important 
is the charge of £6,995 per annum for the Ministers of the different religious communities in 
Upper Canada. Those payments are made under engagements which have been contracted at 
various times with the representatives of these bodies, and the fulfilment of which they have a 
right to demand so long as they cannot obtain an equivalent from other public funds in the Pro- 

10 vince, and as the Crown shall possess funds at its own disposal sufficient to meet their demands 
after satisfying the claims of the various public services which must necessarily be provided for 
in order to the efficient conduct of the Local Government. An equitable settlement of the Clergy 
Reserve question to which your attention has been called in a separate Despatch, would, I trust, 
provide for each of these bodies a secure and permanent provision, which would be far more than 
an adequate substitute for the one now made to them from the Crown Revenue. On the other 
hand, the diminution of this revenue in 1842 by the cessation of the receipts from the Canada 
Company, would deprive the Crown of the power of continuing these payments on their present 
footing, nor can I hold out any prospect that it would be in the power of Her Majesty's Govern­ 
ment to propose to Parliament to provide from the funds of this country for the support of eccle- 

20 siastical establishments in Upper Canada.
In the earnest hope, therefore, that your efforts to effect a satisfactory adjustment of the 

clergy Reserve question, will be successful, I feel that I am entitled to consider this charge as 
only a very temporary burthen on the Crown Revenue. For the present, however, and until such 
arrangements can be effected, it must be retained, subject to the contingency to which I have 
already referred.

The next charge of a temporary nature, is that of pensions, now amounting to £1,598 10s. 9d., 
but which will gradually decrease as the interests of the actual receivers cease. As however, the 
faith of the Crown has been pledged to these payments from funds at its own disposal, this charge 
must be retained, on the surrender of those funds, subject to an understanding that the Province 

30 will have the benefit of whatever reduction may from time to time take place by the gradual 
diminution of the payments.

The salary and commuted allowance to Mr. Cameron must also be considered as subject to 
future reduction. In conformity with the assurance heretofore given to that gentleman, his emolu­ 
ments will be continued during his tenure of office at their former amount, but on the appoint­ 
ment of a successor, the whole salary of the Provincial Secretary will be fixed at £600, a sum 
which from Sir John Colborne's Despatch of the 16th April, 1834, would seem to be a sufficient 
remuneration for the duties of the office.

After making these deductions, the whole of the permanent Civil List to be demanded in 
return for the cession of the Crown Revenues, will amount to £9,000 the temporary charges above 

40 alluded to, constitute a further demand of £8,929 10s. 9d. In the schedule marked D, will be found 
a statement of these charges.

I now proceed to advert to the items of which the permanent Civil List is composed : 
1. The charge is a sum of £1,500 per annum for the salary of the Lieutenant-Governor, making 

the entire emoluments of that Officer £3,500 a year. This is a departure from the intention 
respecting the future amount of the Lieutenant-Governor's salary, announced by the Earl of Ripon
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No 3   Con. to Sir John Colborne, on the 24th of April, 1832, and actually carried into effect in the case of your 
predecessor. But it must he observed, that the experience of the last two years has shown the 
insufficiency of the civil salary of £3,000 a year alone, to support the dignity of the office, without 
a considerable departure from the ordinary habits ot hospitality observed by the Lieutenant- 
Governor. At the date of the Earl of Ripon's communication, it was the general practice to 
appoint to the Government of the British Colonies, officers holding high mil tary rank, and enjoy­ 
ing considerable military emoluments. Although these emoluments were entirely independent of 
such appointments, yet being paid out of public funds, they might not improperly be taken into 
account, in considering the further remuneration to be granted by the public for the additional 
duties attached to the Administration of a Colonial Government. Under these circumstances, a 10 
salary of £3,000 sterling per annum, added to the military emoluments, would seem an ample 
remuneration for the office of Lieutenant-Governor of Upper Canada because it would enable the 
Officer selected for that high station to discharge the duties and to maintain the dignity of it, 
without trenching on his private fortune. To this amount, therefore, I should propose to restrict 
it iu the case of an Officer drawing large military emoluments, but where, as in your own case, 
and that of Sir F. Head, the only remuneration received from the public is the civil salary attached 
to the office, Her Majesty's Government are of opinion, that the salary should not be less than 
£3,500 a year. Considering the prominent station occupied by the Lieutenant-Governor of Upper 
Canada, and the large claims necessarily impoted on him as the Representative of the British Sove­ 
reign, I entertain a full confidence that the Assembly of Upper Canada will give a fair considera 20 
tion to this proposition.

2. The salaries of the Provincial Secretary, the Commissioner of Crown Lands, and Surveyor- 
General of Woods and of the Surveyor-General, are the next items on the Civil List. I need not 
Tiiake any further comment on the first of these charges and with regard to the salary enjoyed by 
Mr. Sullivan, who fills the offices of Commissioner of Crown Lands and Surveyor-General of Woods. 
I think it only necessary to observe, that it does not exceed one moity of that received by his pre­ 
decessor. The salary proposed for the Surveyor-General is evidently, no more than an adequate 
remuneration for the duties of that office.

Payments to 3. The payments to the Indians form the next item on the Civil List. These payments being 
Treaties. made under treaties, and in return for the Cession to the Crown of large tract of land, can, of course, 30 

admit of no question.

4 The last item is a sum of £395 for contingencies, on which it seems superfluous to offer 
any explanation.

These are all the fixed charges for which I consider it necessary to stipulate, but there are 
two contingent charges to which a portion of the Crown Revenues of Upper Canada are subject, 
and which it is, therefore, necessary here to notice.

The first of these charges is the expense of surveying the land sold to the Canada Company, 
and of completing the road through the Clergy Reserves in the District of Gore which, by the 
eighth clause of the definite agreement with the Company, Her Majesty's Government are bound 
to undertake. What may be the amount of expenditure required for these works, or what portion 40 
of them may have been already completed, I have no means of stating; but you will probably, be 
able to ascertain these points, and afford to the Assembly, should they desire it, a tolerably accur­ 
ate estimate of the reduction to be made on this account from the payments of the Company.
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The second charge of this nature is for the erection of new barracks at Toronto. When ii No. 3. Con. 
was proposed to the Ordnance Department, in 1833, that the Reserve at Toronto should be sold, 
the Master-General and Board stated that such a proceeding would make it necessary to remove 
their barracks from their present site. As, however, the grounds of the proposition were the 
advantages which would thence result to the City of Toronto, the Board consented to the sale 
on condition that a sufficient site for new barracks should be reserved, and that the expense of 
erecting them should be defrayed out of the proceeds of the sale ; to this condition Her Majesty's 
Government felt bound to accede, and the obligation of it still exists, although various cireum- 
stances have hitherto delayed the commencement of the barracks. But in transferring to the

10 control of the Provincial Legislature the proceeds of this reserve, it is necessary that the condi­ 
tions on whii h the sale of it was permitted, should be distinctly explained. The amount required 
for the barracks will not, I apprehend, exceed £10,000 while the proceeds of the reserve will, 
probably, be not less than £60,000.

In stating the resources from which an addition may be expected to the Casual and Terri­ 
torial Revenue, 1 have not adverted to the lands ceded by the Indian Tribes in the autumn of 
1836; because, however valuable those lands may be, their proceeds will not, for many years be 
more than sufficient to meet the charges which it is intended to place on them. On referring to 
my Despatch of the 20th of January last, you will perceive, that in conformity with a suggestion 
of your Predecessor, Her Majesty's Government have decided to devolve on the fund arising from

20 the sale of these lands, the expenditure at present defrayed by this country for presents to Indians 
in Upper Canada. This is an expenditure almost entirely of a local nature and although the 
Imperial Parliament, in deference to the faith plighted to the Indians, having during many 
years consented to bear the burthen of it. Her Majesty's Government would not feel justified in 
continuing to demand a vote for this service after there should have accrued within the Province 
a fund legitimately applicable to it. No fund could be more properly applied to such a purpose 
than that which arises from the sale of Indian lands; and adverting to the great advantages 
which the Province will derive from the possession of these lands, I have little apprehension that 
the Legislature will object to the condition with which that possession is connected.

It is possible, that if the Assembly should accede to the proposition now to be made to them,
30 they may desire to incorporate into one Act the whole of the provisions for the grant of the Civil 

List to the Crown, and to repeal the Provincial Act of the 1st William IV chap. 14. There would, 
of course, be no objection to such a proceeding, should they think it advisable, provided that the 
whole amount, so to be granted to che Crown, be not thereby diminished. For the forms which 
must be observed in the presentation of any such bill for your acceptance, I refer to my Despatch 
to Sir Francis Head, of the 7th of February last, (No. 142).

I have now gone through all the topics connected with the subject, which it seems necessary 
for me to notice. I am confident that in the offer which, by the Queen's commands, I have 
instructed you to make to the Legislature of Upper Canada, the Council and Assembly will 
recognize the anxiety of Her Majesty to meet the wishes of her subjects in that part of her

40 dominions, and the confidence which Her Majesty feels in their attachment and liberality. It 
will aflord Her Majesty the most sincere gratification if the result of this offer should be a satis­ 
factory settlement of the question respecting the Crown Revenues in Upper Canada.

That before the Union Act and the surrender of the Territorial Revenue, the net proceeds 
arising from Crown lands and timber were paid to the Receiver- General of Upper Canada by the 
Land Department, the Indian annuities not being first deducted but being paid'and accounted for 10 
in other departments.

That since the Union there has. been an instance of a payment made directly by the Land 
the Oomn"is-)f Department of the united Province to the Commissariat in reimbursement of advances for those 

annu'ties> vlz-> *ne Slltn °f £2,4*1.13.10 currency, paid under authority of the letter of Mr.
annuities |.aiil Secretary Murdoch of the 9th October, 1841, that since that time no payment has been made 

either to the Commissariat or to the Indian Department by the Commissioner of Crown Lands on 
that account.

That the Commissioner of Crown Lands humbly prays to have the matter investigated and 
that directions be made whether he is to pay the balances that are in his hands directly in 
discharge of that claim, or whether he is to pay them to the Receiver-General, leaving it to other 20 
proper authorities to settle the matter with the Indians.

That one of the reasons for paying to the Receiver-General is that owing to the large amount 
of those alleged annuities, the Land Department might be without sufficient funds to cover the 
claim, which has already been the case ;

And that presently the whole funds in hand arising from land and timber would be barely 
sufficient for that, the whole of which funds arise nearly from timber, on account of scrip being 
rt ceived in payment for land.

That the undersigned is aware of the joint opinion of the late Attorneys-General, Messrs. 
Biich^n"1" s Ogilen and Draper, which goes to say that those annuities may be considered as a permanent 
are to be paid charge on the Crown revenues to be paid before the net produce of those revenues is paid over 30 
his hands. " "' to the Consolidated Revenue Fund, but that in his humble opinion it does not follow from that 

that he is to pay those sums himself to any other than the Receiver-General.

That admitting that legal opinion to be correct, and that as far as the net proceeds of Terri­ 
torial Revenues go, those annuities should be paid in preference to any debt on that Consolidated 
Revenue, there might still remain a yearly balance to be otherwise provided for.

That those considerations require the action of the Provincial Legislature and of the Executive 
Government in that behalf. That the yearly amount of those annuities is stated in the letter of 
Mr. Secretary Murdoch to the law officers of the Crown, bearing date llth September, 1841, to 
amount to £-5,405 (not mentioned whether sterling currency), but that no document is before 
your memorialist to show whether annuities are fixed or variable, nor how far each of the three 40 
half-years mentioned in the letter from the Indian Department, dated 14th December, 1842, a claim 
is preferred amounting to more than one-half of the said sum of £5,405.
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Upon the whole the undersigned respectfully recommends that he be directed to pay the 
monies in his hands to the Receiver-General, to await the further action of Government, and, in 
the meantime, information be obtained on the whole subject.

6f army Sterling, to repay the Military Chest for disbursements on account of annuities nues surren- 
due to several tribes of Indians, that before the Union and the surrender of the Crown Revenue, vinoial Legis- 
the net proceeds arising from Crown lands and timber were paid to the Receiver-General by the

20 Land Department, the Indian annuities not being first deducted, but being paid and accounted for 18*°> 
in other departments; that since the union there has been an instance of a payment made directly 
by the Land Department of the united Province to the Commissary-General in reimbursement 
of advances on account of these annuities, that is to say, of the payment of £2,491 . 13. 10, currency, 
under authority of a letter of Mr. Secretary Murdoch of the 9th October, 1841 ; that since that 
time no payment has been made to the Commissariat or to the Indian Department by the Com­ 
missioner of Crown Lands on the same account, and he asks instructions as to the payment of 
the sum now demanded.

The Committee have before them, the following reference to, and opinion from Messrs. Ogden 
and Draper, the late Attorneys-General :

30 " Under various treaties with the Indian tribes in the late Province of Upper Canada, the 
" Government is bound to pay to them annuities amounting in the whole to £5,405 in considera- 
" tion of lands ceded by them at different times to the Government; these payments were made 
"heretofore out of the revenues at the disposal of the Crown, under instructions from Her

No. 5.-Cm. OPINION OF THE LAW OFFICERS.

" In obedience to the commands of His Excellency the late Governor-General conveyed to us 
" in your letter of the llth instant, we have considered the question therein referred to us, and we 
"have now the honor to report for the information of the Administrator of the Government that 
" we are of opinion tliat the annuities amounting in the whole to £5,405, which the Government 
" is bound under various Treaties with the Indian Tribes in the late Province of Upper Canada, 
" to pay to them in consideration of lands ceded by them at different times to the Government, 
"and which annuities have heretofore been paid out of the revenues at the disposal of the Crown 
" under instructions from Her Majesty's Secretary of State, having been granted for a considera- 
" tion by which the Territorial Revenues of the Crown must be supposed to have benefited to an 10 
"amount at least equal to the said annuities, and for lands which in many cases form part of those 
"placed by the Union Act at the disposal of the Legislature, may be considered as a permanent 
"charge on the Crown Revenues, of which the net product is to be paid over to the Consolidated 
" Revenue Fund under the 54th section of the Union Act, and may therefore be paid out of the 
" said Crown Revenues before the net produce thereof is handed over to the Consolidated Revenue 
"Fund of the Province."

The Committee of Council agree with the opinion expressed by the Law Officers that the 
annuities granted to the Indian Tribes must be considered as a permanent and first charge on the 
Crown Revenues surrendered to the Legislature, of which the net produce is to be paid over to 
the Consolidated Revenue Fund under the 54th section of the Union Act, and they think, there- 20 
fore, that the Consolidated Revenue should only be credited by the Receiver-General, after deduct- 
ing the amount of the Indian annuities.

But the Committee see no reason why the Commissioner of Crown Lands should be made a 
disburser of public monies not connected with the expenses of his Department, and they would 
therefore recommend that a warrant issue directing the Receiver-General to place at th« credit ofL
an Indian annuity account, the sum due on the annuities, and that for the future the Receiver- 
General be instructed in the first place to credit the same account, with the half-yearly amount of 
the annuities, carrying the balance of the sum received to the account and credit of the Consoli­ 
dated Revenue. From the fund so established the Indian annuities may be paid by your 
Excellency's warrant, to be issued from time to time. ;-JQ

The Inspictor-General should be informed ot the several Treaties under which the annuities 
were created, and furnished with such information as will enable him to report upon the amount 
and whether it has varied, and upon his reports the Receiver-General will regulate the new 
account.

The Committee are desirous to be placed in possession of all particulars relating to the 
amount and nature of these annuities, as they are in reduction of the amount coming to the Con­ 
solidated Revenue, the Committee think they should appear in the Public Accounts for the 
information of Parliament.

WHEREAS the Legislative Council and the Legislative Assembly of the Province of Canada, cml list ' 
constituted and assembled by virtue of and under the Authority of the Act of Parliament passed

lO in the session holden in the Third and Fourth years of Her Majesty's Reign, intituled An Act to 
re-unite the Province of Upper and Lower Canada, and Jor the Government of Canada, did, in 
the year one thousand eight hundred and forty-six, pass a Bill, intituled An Act for granting a 
Civil List to Her Majesty, of which Bill a Copy is contained in the Schedule to this present Act 
annexed : And whereas the said Bill was- presented for Her Majesty's Assent to the then Governor 
of the said Province of Canad'i ; and the said Governor did thereupon declare that he reserved 
the said Bill for the signification of Her Majesty's Pleasure thereon :

An Act for granting a Civil List to Her Majesty. 
MOST GRACIOUS SOVEREIGN: 

WHEREAS Your Majesty has been most graciously pleased to declare to Your faithful Can­ 
adian Commons, in Provincial Parliament assembled, Your Majesty's gracious desire to owe to the 
spontaneous liberality of Your Canadi.m people such grant, by way of Civil List, as shall be sufficient 
to give stability and security to the great Civil Institutions of the province, and to provide for the 
adequate remuneration of able and efficient officers in the executive, judicial, and other depart­ 
ments of Your Majesty's public provincial service, the granting of which Civil List constitution- 10 
ally belongs only to Your Majesty's Canadian faithful people in their Provincial Parliament.

We therefore, your Majesty's most dutiful and loyal subjects, the Commons of Canada, in Pro­ 
vincial Parliament assembled, desirous that a certain competent Revenue be settled upon Your Maj­ 
esty (to whom may God grant a long and happy reign) as a testimony of our unfeigned affection to 
Your sacred person and Government, have accordingly freely resolved to grant unto Your Majesty 
a certain Revenue, payable out of the consolidated Revenue Fund of this Province; we do, there­ 
fore, most humbly beseech Your Majesty that it may be enacted; and be it enacted by the 
Queen's most Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council, 
and of the Legislative Assembly of the Province of Canada, constituted and assembled by virtue 
of and under the authority of an Act passed in the Parliament of the United Kingdom of Great L'O 
Britain and Ireland, and intituled, " An Act of re-unite to Provinces of " Upper and Lower Can­ 
ada, and for the Government of Canada," and it is hereby enacted, by the authority of the same, 
that all duties and revenues over which the respective Legislatures of Upper Canada or Lower 
Canada had before the passing of the Act of the Imperial Parliament, intituled, "An Act to re­ 
unite the " Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada, and for the Government of Canada," or over 
which the Legislature of this Province has or may have power of appropriation, shall form the 
Consolidated Revenue Fund, to be appropriated for the public service of this Province in the man­ 
ner and subject to the charges hereinafter mentioned.

And be it enacted, That the Consolidated Revenue Fund of this Province shall be permanently 
charged with all the Costs, charges, and Expenses incident to the collection, management and HO 
Receipt thereof, such Costs, charges and Expenses being subject, nevertheless, to be reviewed and 
audited in such manner as shall be directed by any Act of the Legislature.

And be it enacted, That there shall be payable in every Year to Her Majesty, Her Heirs and 
Successors, out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund of this Province, a sum not exceeding Thirty- 
four thousand six hundred and thirty-eight Pounds Fifteen shillings and Four-pence Currency, for 
defraying the Expense of the several services and Purposes named in the Schedule (A.) to this Act 
annexed ; and during the Life of Her Majesty, and for Five Years after the Demise of Her Majesty, 
there shall be payable in every Year of Her Majesty, Her Heirs and Successors, out of the said 
consolidated Revenue Fund, a further sum not exceeding Thirty-nine thousand two hundred and 
forty-five Pounds Sixteen shillings Currency, for defraying the Expense of the several Services 40 
and Purposes named in the Schedule marked (B.) to this Act annexed ; the said sums of Thirty- 
four thousand six hundred and thirty-eight Pounds Fifteen shillings and Four pence and Thirty- 
nine thousand two hundred and forty-five Pounds Sixteen shillings to be issued by the Receiver-

General in discharge of such Warrant or Warrants as shall be from Time to Time directed to him No. 6. Con, 
under the Hand and Seal of the Governor ; and the said Receiver-General shall account to Her Pruv. Act, 9 
Majesty for the same, through the Lords Commissioners of Her Majesty's Treasury, in such man- Vlc' c ' 114 ' 
ner and Form as Her Majesty shall be graciously pleased to direct.

And be it enacted, That the sums set down in the First Column opposite to each office or 
Department in the said Schedule [A.] and [B.] shall be payable for each, while the present Incum­ 
bents shall respectively remain in office ; and as often as any such present Incumbent .shall cease 
to hold such office the sums respectively mentioned in the First Column shall cease to be payable, 
and the sums mentioned in the Second Column shall, as each Case arises, be payable instead, as in 

10 the said Schedules mentioned.
And be it enacted, That it shall be lawful for the Governor to abolish any of the offices 

named in the Schedule [B.], or to vary the sums thereby appropriated to such Purposes connected 
with the Administration of the Government of this Province as to Her Majesty, Her heirs and 
Successors, shall seem fit; and that accounts in detail of the expenditure of the several sums 
expended under the authority of this act shall be laid before both Houses of the Legislature within 
thirty days from the beginning of the session next after such expenditure shall be made : Provided 
always, that not more than two thousand, two hundred and twenty-two pounds, two shillings and 
four pence shall be payable at the same time for pensions, out of the sum mentioned in Schedule 
(B.); and that a List of all such pensions and of the persons to whom the same shall have been 

20 granted, shall be laid in every year before the Legislature.
And be it enacted, that during the time for which the said several sums mentioned in the said 

schedules are severally payable, the same shall be excepted and taken by Her Majesty, by way of 
Civil List, instead of all territorial and other Revenues now at the disposal of the Crown, arising 
in this Province; and that three-fifths of the net produce of the said Territorial and other Revenues 
now at the disposal of the Crown within this Province shall be paid over to the account of the said 
Consolidated Revenue Fund ; and also that during the life of Her Majesty, and for five years after 
the demise of Her Majesty, the remaining two-fifths of the net produce of the said territorial and 
other revenues now at the disposal of the Crown within this Province shall also be paid over in 
like manner fco the account of the said Consolidated Revenue Fund.

oO And be it enacted, that the consolidation of the duties and revenues of this province shall not 
be taken to aftect the payment out of the said Consolidated Revenue Fund of any sum or sums 
heretofore charged upon the rates and duties now raised, levied and collected, or to be raised, 
levied and collected, to and for the use of either of the former Provinces of Upper or Lower 
Canada, or of this Province, for such Time as shall have been appointed by the several Acts of the 
Legislature of the Province by which such charges were severally authorized.

And be it enacted, that it shall not be lawful for the Legislative Assembly to originate or pass
any vote, resolution, or bill for the appropriation of any of the said Consolidated Revenue Fund,
or of any tax or impost, to any purpose which shall not have been first recommended by a message
of the Governor to the said Legislative Assembly during the session in which such vote, resolution

40 or bill shall be passed.

Provided always, and be it enacted, That the foregoing Provisions of this Act shall have no 
Force or Effect until the Fiftieth, Fifty-first, Fifty-second, Fifty-third, Fifty-fourth, Fifty- 
fifth, Fifty-sixth and Fifty-seventh Sections of the Act of the Parliament of the United 
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, intituled " An Act to re-unite the Provinces of Upper and

The facts connected with the treaties alluded to in the accompanying Order-in-Council of the on the subject 
20 9th July, 1873, are as follows: Inai 

The treaties were concluded in September, 1850, by which the Indians of Lakes Huron and ties- 
Superior surrendered to the Crown all their lands on the shores of those lakes and the islands, 
except certain reservations retained for their own occupation, for the nominal annuities of two 
thousand four hundred dollars for the Lake Huron Indians, and two thousand dollars for the Lake 
Superior Indians. The claim of the Lake Huron and Lake Superior Indians to an augmentation 
rests upon the following prbvision inserted in each of the treaties.

"The said Wrn. Benjamin Robinson, on behalf of Her Majesty, who desires to deal liberally 
and justly with all Her subjects, further promises and agrees, that in case the territory ceded by 
the parties of the second part shall at any future period produce an amount which will enable the 

30 Government, without incurring loss, to increase the annuity secured to them, then in that case the 
same shall be augmented from time to time, provided that the amount paid to each individual shall 
not exceed the sum of one pound provincial currency in any one year, or such further sum as Her 
Majesty may be graciously pleased to order, and provided further that the number of Indians 
entitled to the benefit of the treaty shall amount to two-thirds of their present number (those of 
Lake Huron then numbering 1,422, and those of Lake Superior 1,240), to entitle them to claim 
benefit thereof; and should their numbers at any future period not amount to two-thirds of those 
numbers, the annuity shall be diminished in proportion to their actual numbers."

The Indians of Lakes Huron and Superior claim the fulfilment of the above quoted stipula­ 
tion to the extent of four dollars annuity per capita on the plea that the profitable sales of lands 

40 and timber upon the shores and islands of those lakes would warrant the Government benefitted 
by the proceeds derived therefrom, in advancing their annuities to the amount per head as speci­ 
fied in said treaties would be the case in the event of the lands and timber becoming sufficiently 
profitable to admit of it.
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No. 9.—Con. Upon reference to the annuity pay-lists last received, it appears that the rate per head to the 
Lake Huron Indians has latterly been one dollar and ten cents, and those of Lake Superior, one 
dollar and forty-nine and one-half cents. The census returns of these Indians indicate a fluctua­ 
tion in each year thus, in 1850 that Lake Huron Indians are put down as numbering 1,846, and 
in 1871 as numbering 1,072. This last decrease may be accounted for by the supposition that 
many of them hud removed to tlio Manitoulin Island the Indian population of which is stated in 
the same return as 1,566 ; whereas, in 1858 the Indian population of that island was reported to 
be but I,? 90.

With reference to the Lake Superior Indians, the returns for 1871 exhibit a population of 
1,453 instead of 1,240 as in 1850, but the proceeding annual census gave their numbers as 1,502 ; 10 
whereas, the report for 1864 computed them at 1,242, ''

In view of the foregoing statement as to the fluctuating population of those Indians, the com­ 
putation should be based upon their numbers at the time of making the treaties in 1850 namely, 
Lake Superior Indians 1,240, Lake Huron Indians 1,422.

The undersigned has had under consideration a despatch from the Under-Secretary of State 
14 Oct.', 1874, of the Dominion, dated 22nd August, 1873, enclosing, for the consideration of this Government, a 
General7 copy of an Order of His Excellency the Governor-General in Council, in reference to complaints 
Ontario. made by the Indians of Lakes Huron and Superior, parties to the Treaties concluded by the Hon. 20 

W. B. Robinson, in 1850, that certain provisions of those Treaties had not been carried out.
In the Order-in-Council it is directed that the Government should be moved to take such 

steps in the matter as under the circumstances might seem to them to be just on the Part of the 
Province of Ontario.

The complaint made by the Indians is of the omission to carry out a stipulation contained in 
the Treaties of 1850, that in case the territory ceded by the Indians should at any future period 
produce an amount which would enable the Government, without incurring loss, to increase the 
annuities secured to the Indians, these annuities should be augmented, subject to certain condi­ 
tions.

The undersigned presumes that this matter was brought under the notice of this Government 30 
with the view of contending that upon this Province devolves the burden of any increase of the 
annuities.

The undersigned respectfully submits that there is no sufficient ground for this contention.

Under the British North America Act, and the Dominion Act, 36 Vie., Cap. 30, the Dominion 
assumed the debts and liabilities of each Province existing at the time of the Union, except as far 
as the general language of Sec. Ill of the British North America Act is controlled by Sec. 109, 
which subjects the property of every Province to any trusts existing in respect thereof, and to 
any interest other than that of the Province. The lands now in question were not subject to any 
trust. Legally, they were the property of the Crown before the surrender. The so-called title of 
the Indians was one of courtesy only, and was by the Treaties extinguished absolutely, in order 40
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that these lands might be opened up for settlement, and that patents might be issued therefor to No. 12.  
purchasers. It was not contemplated that the annuities should be a lien upon the lands, the 
liability for the amount of the annuities being assumed as a charge upon the entire revenue of the 
Province.

Besides the policy of the B. N. A. Act was to place all matters relating to the Indians under 
the exclusive authority of the Dominion Parliament and Government, and not to leave the rights 
of these people to depend on, or to be dealt with by the Provincial authorities.

The undersigned has received information from the Crown Lands Office that the amount 
received before Confederation in respect of the lands on the north shore of Lake Superior was 

10 about $110,000. The amount so received in respect of the east and north shores of Lake Huron 
the undersigned has not been able to ascertain. But there is no doubt that enough has been 
received to entitle the Indians to the increased annuities which they claim. The question of the 
liability of Ontario in respect of the Indian annuities was fully discussed by the respective counsel 
for the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec, before the arbitrators appointed under the British North 
America Act, and the undersigned is of opinion that the arguments which were advanced by 
counsel then representing Ontario, and which were afterwards printed, establish conclusively that 
this Province is not liable to be charged with the Indian annuities.

If the Dominion Government is advised that the lands in question are subject to a trust, the 
undersigned would suggest that the point should be forthwith submitted to the Court of Chancery 

20 on a statement of facts concurred in by the Governments concerned, or that the Dominion Govern­ 
ment should settle with the Indians without prejudice to any question as to what Government 
ought ultimately to pay the proposed increase.

The 109 section of the same Act provides that " all lands shall belong to the several Provinces 
in which the same are situated, subject to any trusts existing in respect thereof, and to any interest 
other than that of the Province in the same."

It appears to the undersigned that the liability to the Indians to which he has referred 
comes within the llth section, and this whether or no Canada be entitled to claim that the lands 
in question are under the 109th section charged in any way with the satisfaction of that liability.

The papers show that the Government of Ontario repudiates any such charge, and that this 
view was asserted by the counsel for the Province during the arbitration between the two 10 
Provinces. The Government of Ontario, however, acknowledging that the Indians are entitled 
to the increase, propose that the Government of Canada should settle with the Indians without 
prejudice to any question as to what Government ought ultimately to pay the proposed increase.

The Government of Ontario also suggests that uhe question as to the liability of the Province 
or of these specific lands under the 109th section should be submitted to the Court )f Chancery. 
Having regard to the circumstances connected with the obtaining of this Treaty in particular, and 
to the general policy of the Canadian and British Governments with reference to the Indians, it 
would seem to be of great importance that their just demand should be met without further delay; 
and the undersigned recommends that the suggestion of the Government of Ontario should be 
acted upon, and that the increased annuity for the current year should be paid, without prejudice 20 
to any question, by this Government.

The question of the arrears might be postponed for a while, and, meantime, the question as 
to the liability of the Ontario Government on the specific lands might be decided either by the 
Court of Chancery, as proposed, or by the Supreme Court, after the organization of that tribunal.

The Lake Superior Indians numbered, when the Treaty of 1850 was made with them, 1,240, 
and the annuity then received by them, amounted to $2,000, or about $1.61 per head; they now 
number 1,230, and receive about $1.62 per head.

The Honorable the Minister of Justice, in the report herewith submitted, is of opinion, in
which he has already expressed his concurrence, that the Lake Huron Indians are entitled, under

10 the Treaty of 1850, to the maximum amount of annuity thereby stipulated, namely, $4 per head ;
and it has been already stated that the Lake Superior Indians are in a precisely similar position
in regard to the Treaty made with them in that year.

The Minister accordingly represents that the sum required to increase the annuities this year 
payable to those Indians to the maximum figure of $4.00 per annum, will be somewhat as 
follows:

On a report, dated 12th July, 1875, from the Honorable the Minister of the Interior, stating 
that he concurs in the views expressed in the annexed report of the Honorable the Minister of 
Justice, under date the 7th inst., on the claims of the Indians of the north shore of Lake Huron 
for an increased anmiity in respect of lands ceded by them in the year 1850; and inasmuch as a 
treaty, precisely similar in its terms, was in the same year, made with the Indians of the north 
shore of Lake Superior, he submits that the same principle should be adopted in settling the 
claims of the last named Indians as it is proposed to apply to those of the Lake Huron Indians.

The Minister finds that, at the date of the Treaty of 1850, the number of the Indians on the 10 
north shore of Lake Huron was 1,422 ; that the amount of annuity then divided among them was 
$2,403, or about $1.68 per head.

The present number of those Indians is 2,491, and they have, for some years past, received a 
little under $1 per head.

That the Lake Superior Indians numbered, when the Treaty of 1850 was made with them, 
1,240 ; and the annuity then received by them amounted to $2,000, or about $1.61 per head ; they 
now number 1,230 and receive about $1.62 per head.

That the Honorable the Minister of Justice, in the report herein submitted is of opinion, in 
which he has already expressed his concurrence, that the Lake Huron Indians are entitled, under 
the Treaty of 1850, to the maximum amount of annuity thereby stipulated, namely, $4.00 per 20 
head ; and it has been already stated that the Lake Superior Indians are in a precisely similar 
position in regard to the Treaty made with them in that year.

The Minister accordingly represents that the sum required to increase annuities this year 
payable to those Indians to the maximum figure of $4.00 per annum will be somewhat as follows:

" The claim of the Indian Department divides itself into parts, namely, the part accruing 
" before Confederation and the part which accrues after that event.

" Believing the claim to be one which the Government considers to be valid, the Deputy- 
Minister of Finance, in the statement of affairs, has charged the old Province of Canada as on the 
30th June, 1867, with arrears and interest due to the Indians before Confederation.

" The Deputy-Minister has a doubt as regards the accruals since Confederation, but he has 
nevertheless capitalized the annuities as on the 30th June, 1867, and charged the amount to the 
Province of Canada, that course being in accordance with section 13 of the Award, and being also 
in accordance with the course pursued in respect of other Indian annuities.

" Mr. Langton is unable at this distance of time to say why such a course was pursued with 30 
regard to other annuities and omitted so far as the Robinson Treaties were concerned."

" As regards the alleged omission, it is however proper to remark that to meet the payments 
under the Robinson Treaty, a sum of $88,000 was capitalized, and it is the interest on that sum, 
viz., $4,400 a year, which has been divided among the Indians at rates varying from $1.66 to $1 
per capita"*1 from 1851 to the time when the first Parliamentary grant in 1875 enabled the 
Department to increase the annuities from $1 to $4 per capita.

The Deputy-Minister has also doubts whether under section 109 of the British North America 
Act any Indian annuities should be capitalized.

*This amount, as well as the additional sum required to make up the annuities to $4 per capita should, of 
course, be charged against Ontario since the date of Confederation.
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The Deputy-Minister of Finance requests that he may be informed at an early period whether 
the course he has pursued with respect to this matter meets with the approval of the Superin­ 
tendent-General of Indian Affairs, in order that he may be prepared to confer with the Treasurers 
of Ontario and Quebec, when the question of those claims is reached in the course of settlement 
which they are endeavoring to arrive at.
