OPENING SPEECH FOR THE PLAINTIFF

No. 3

Opening Speech 
for the Plain­ 
tiff.
23rd March, 
1961.

MR. PAUL I. ADDERLEY appeared for the Plaintiff 
Company.

MR. G.A.D. JOHNSTONE appeared for the Defendant.

MR. ADDERLEY: My lord, this action is for the re­ 
covery of the sum of £323.6.10 which the plaintiff 
claims is due to him by the defendant. The circum­ 
stances arise out of orders placed for goods at the 
City Lumber Yard for the use in a building under 10 
construction, sir. The defendant was constructing 
a building in Nassau Street, that is the road going 
towards Oakes Field, and certain materials were 
delivered from the City Lumber Yard between 6th 
June, 1958 and 7th July, 1958, which the plaintiff 
claims was ordered on behalf of the defendant and 
which was delivered to the defendant and which the 
defendant has not paid.

The total amount of the claim is £323.6.10 and 
that is in fact the total amount of the materials 20 
that were charged by the plaintiff to the defendant.

I would like to call first the plaintiff's 
accountant, Mr. Carl Bethel.

COURT: What is the real point between the parties, 
identity is it?

MR. ADDERLEY: No sir. The defendant in his defence 
denies that it was ever done at all.

COURT; Unless it is a fabricated claim, the only 
question is whether the defendant got the things.

MR. ADDERLEY: I cannot go as far as to be able to 30 
say that. All I can gather from the defendant is 
that the defendant never actually ordered the goods 
himself, sir.

COURT: Then that is identity.

COURT: When were they ordered, there's nothing on 
the claim.

Q. That is posted in your ledger under June 6th on 
the invoice Wo.015053 and the amount £96.12.2? 
A. Yes.

Q. The receipt which you have in your hand what is 
that made from? A. This is made from the order 
which is brought in "try the purchaser, the receipt 
is made out in triplicate.

Q. What you have there is made out in triplicate? 
A. Yes. We send out 2 with the truck driver, the 
receiver signs one of them and keeps the other.

Q. This is the standard method which is used by the 
City Lumber Yard in the stages for an order and 
delivery and accounting? A. Yes, sir.

Q. This invoice and the other which is left you say 
two go out with the truck driver? A. Right.

20 Q. And the truck driver brings one of these signed 
by somebody and the other one is left on the site? 
A. That is right.

Q. Mr. Bethel, how long have you been working at 
the City Lumber Yard? A. 25 years.

Q. How long have you been doing the job which you 
are now doing? A. Since 1942.

Q. Has this procedure which you outlined this 
morning been followed by the City Lumber Yard ever 
since you have been there? A. Yes, sir.

30 Q. In your experience, Mr. Bethel, do you find that 
these delivery orders which come back to you from a 
site are always signed by the same person? 
A. No, sir.

Q. Do you find that the method in many instances 
where these are actually signed by the owner? 
A. Many times.

COURT: The owner of what?
MR. ADDERLEY: The actual owner, sir, not necessari­ 
ly some employer of his but some person on the site,

Q. Is it more usual to find one signed by the owner
or "by somebody else or the other way around?
A. It is just by chance the owner might be home, or
it might be a maid or the gardener might sign for
it.

Q. No, I don't mean a man who is actually living in 
the house I mean a house that is actually under con­ 
struction? A. Very seldom. It is usually signed 
by the contractor or his employees.

Q. That is when material is actually delivered to a 
construction site? A. Yes.

Q. Mr. Bethel in that ledger, Exhibit 1, there is a 
mistake in an entry I think for £4.6.4 which 
appeared as a debit and then later appeared as a 
credit?

Q. So that on 14th July, 1958, an item was debited 
to Dr. Soltys 1 account and it was later discovered 
that should not have been done? A. That's right.

Q. Do you know how that occurred? 
A. It was our mistake in the posting which at the 
end of the month we found that the books didn't 
balance wherefore we came upon this £4.16.0 which 
should have been credited there and transferred to 
the right person which followed.

Q. I think this was the first time that any business 
was conducted the City Lumber Yard in the name 
of Dr. Albert Soltys? A. I couldn't say definite-

A. The only one to my knowledge that was charged to
him.

Q. Can you tell from that ledger or are you in a 
position in court now to provide definitely on 
that? A. No because probably he might have done 
an account prior to June and our ledger v/as taken on 
a part of the way.

Soltys was not a long standing regular established 
customer of the C±ty Lumber on a charge basis? 
A. No, sir.

Q. Your duties are confined to the accounting and 
you would know nothing of the delivery and whether 
or not the goods were in fact delivered?

Q. I 7/onder if you would kindly look at those 
signed receipts. Look at the item for June l?th. 
There is actually no signature on that one is 
there?

A. You have here on the copy 
of the receipt 8 Ibs of nails taken by Mr. Pratt 
who was the contractor.

Q. Somebody in your office put on it 'taken by Mr. 
Pratt'? A. That's right.

Q. Now July 1st, two items. One of them is signed 
for by G-. Turnquest and how much is that item? 
A. £1.7.0.

Q. There is another on that same date. 
is £81.6.0 isn't it? A. Yes, sir.

The amount

Q. May I see that one please? You might be able 
to tell us from your recollection - you might 
examine them if you like Mr. Bethel, but none of 
those slips were signed by Dr. Soltys were they?

Q. When you say you were employed at the audit 
department what did you do? A. I am at the desk 
receiving orders from customers who come there or 
over the phone. The order is taken on a pad and 
then it is sent into the yard.

Q. I just want you to reply to Yoiir Lordship what 
you actually do not in taking any particular order 
either by telephone or a customer who comes into 
you. I just want you to state to His Lordship the 
procedure you follow in actually taking an order. 
You are sitting at your desk, somebody comes along 
with an order for a quantity of material, what do 
you do then? A. I take the order on a pad.

Q. How do you know to whom a particular order is 
to be charged? A. Orders come in there with the 
signature of the party who order the lumber and 
then again it is given over the phone.

I mean 
whose account is charged. A. Over the phone?

Q. Either over the phone or by the person who comes 
in? A. By an order the person's signature is 
there.

Q. By the person A. Y/ho signs the order. An 
order would come in ' supply to so and so material 
for the party who signs, John Jones or Thomas

When you were at the audit department in June, 19:58.

Q. Tell us the conversation "between you and Dr, 
Soltys. A. After he came to the phone I told 
him that Mr. Pratt had been there and placed an 
order for material to be charged to his account, 
Before making any delivery we needed his authority 
Dr. Soltys said, "It is quite alright, Mr. Pratt 
is doing work for me. Let him have the material 
that he needs and I will come in at the end of the 
month and bring you a cheque for it".

Q. That is the conversation which you say took 
place between yourself and Dr. Soltys. In your 
capacity there as audit clerk when a person gives 
you authority to charge an order for material to 
them do you call that person every time something 
is to be charged to them after that since you 
know that Pratt was doing a job for the man? 
A. No if the authority is given, and the account 
is there, to let him have material and charge it 
I don't think there is any need for trying to con­ 
tact the party each time an order .cornea in.

Q. Once you have the authority once that is 
sufficient? A. Yes.

Q. That is the normal practice? A. Yes, sir.

Q. At that time, Mr. Thompson, do you know if Dr. 
Soltys had an account at the City Lumber Yard? 
A. No, I don't think he had.

Q. You don't know or you don't think? 
A. I am not quite sure about that.

Q. Was this the first time that anybody had been 
in there at this particular time and on behalf 
materials were charged to Dr. Soltys that you knew 
about? A. No sir, the first time.
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Pro ss-examine d by Mr. J ohns tone;

Q. Before this conversation were you acquainted 
with Dr. Soltys? A. No sir, I don't remember 
seeing or calling him. This is the first time 
today that I ever remember seeing Dr. Soltys.

Q. You never heard him speak "before? 
A. No sir, I never.

Q. You never heard him speak over the telephone? 
A. No sir, the first time.

Q. What time of day was this conversation? 10 
A. If I can remember rightly sir, around 9.30 end 
10.00. I am not too sure of that. I think it v:as 
between 9.30 and 10.00 a.m.

Q. Can you recall what number you got this person 
at? A. No sir. I looked in the directory and 
found his office and I called that number.

Q. I\5r. Thompson I am obliged to suggest to you 
that this conversation never took place? 
A. Yes sir, it took place.

Q. Who answered the telephone when you rang? 20 
A. The lady that was there at the office answered 
the telephone and I asked for Dr. Soltys.

Q. How long would you say you were speaking on the 
telephone with this person? A. With Dr. Soltys 
or the young lady?

Q. First of all the young lady how long were you 
speaking with her? A. Not very long, a few 
minutes I just asked if Dr. Soltys was in and she 
said she would go to his office and see if he was 
there. 30

Q. How long was the conversation with this other 
person on the end of the line who identified him­ 
self as Dr. Soltys? A. I wouldn't say more than 
about 5 minutes it was just a matter of getting hia 
authority.

Q. V/ould you recognise that voice again if you 
heard it? A. No sir, I wouldn't.

COURT; Any personal substitution is rather far
fetched isn't it. I think it would have to depend
on whether he is telling the truth or whether his 40
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recollection is correct or not.* It" is unlikely 
someone could be insinuating himself in Dr.Soltys' 
house and carried out a plot like that.

Mr. Johnstone: My Lord I agree with you but ...

GOURD?: But at the same time you are entitled to 
say that the conversion didn't take place.

MR. JOHNSTONEs Yes that is what happened.

No. 6

BENJAMIN ERATO? 

10 BENJAMIN PRA'JT (Sworn) states:

Q. Mr. Pratt tell us your full name? 
A. Benjamin Louis Pratt.

Q. You are a builder and contractor? 
A. Yes, sir.

Q. In 1958 were you building a building for Dr. 
Soltys in Nassau Street? A. Yes I was.

Q. Did you have a charge account of your own at 
the City Lumber Yard? A. No I did not have 
one at that particular time I had one before but 
not at that time I had closed out the business.

Q. You had had one before but you did not have one 
yourself at that particular time? A» No, sir.

Q. Did you ever charge any material to Dr.Soltys
at the City Lumber Yard? 
permission.

A. Yes sir, with his

Q. When you say with his permission did you speak 
to him about it? A. Yes, sir.

Q. Under what circumstances did you speak to him 
about it? A. I was building the building on a 
contract basis and at an early stage I was supposed 
to get an amount of money and to put on two little 
additions which were a bath room and a bed room 
\vliich would run the money and make more in other 
words it would bring more expense to me than the 
amount of money I would get for the building by far.
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Q. What yoii say is they were issued apart from the 
original "building which you had contracted to build? 
A. Yes, sir.

Q. That was an additional part, one room or two 
rooms or what were they? A. A bathroom and a 

used as a bar now.

Q. How is this related to your charging material at
the City Lumber Yard and speaking to Dr. Soltys
about it. A. When putting up the building I
found out that the building would have been held 10
back because of material and he wanted to get the
building so I went to him and I asked him ...

Q. When you say you went to him did you go to him 
to his office? A. He came down to the building 
that morning.

Q. He was on the site? A. Yes. I asked if he
would open an account at the City Lumber Yard for
me I would be able to carry on and at the end of
the month when the bill came in, he could take it
out of the remainder of the money he had to give 20
me and pay the bill and the remainder would come
to me.

Q. What did he say? A. He said he would do so.
The next morning I went to the City Lumber Yard
and when I got there I.asked Mr. Thompson if Dr.
Soltys called and he said, "No". I said, "He
didn't O.K. the order, he said he would". So Mr.
Thompson said, "lo, he didn't". So he didn't give
me anything. I went back but Dr. Soltys didn't
O.K. it but Mr. Thompson said that he would call 30
him and get an O.K. from him.

Q. This was the morning before the stuff was 
actually delivered? A. Yes, no stuff was 
ordered. The second- day I went back and he said 
it was alright.

Q. At that time Mr. Pratt did you charge any 
materials anywhere else? A. No, not at that 
particular time.

Q. Do I understand you to say Mr. Pratt that you 
told Dr, Soltys that you didn't have a credit at 40 
the City Lumber Yard and you wanted him to author­ 
ise you to get material there and at the end of 
the month deduct the amount of the material which 
was charged at the City Lumber Yard from what he 
would have had to pay you? A. Yes, sir.
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Q. At that time he owed you a certain amount under 
your contract? A. That is correct.

Q. Your preposition to him was that he should per­ 
mit you to charge it on his behalf and he could 
take it out of what he had to pay you? 
A. That's right, sir.

Q. Mr. Pratt was there a man by the name of 
Turnquest working on the job? A. Yes sir, 
G-ranville Turnquest he was one of the best foremen 

10 that I had.

Q. Vi/hat about a man by the name of Munnings, W. 
Munnings? A. Munnings was my labour foreman 
who controlled everything around there, all tde 
material and so forth.

Q. Kenneth Brice? A. Kenneth Brice was the 
general foreman of all the jobs I had.

Q. Joseph Brown? A. He could have been my 
mortar mixer, but I just couldn't place him now.

Q. Mr. Pratt, how long have you been a builder and 
20 contractor? A. I would say about 25 years.

Q. In dealing with the deliveries from lumber yards 
and hardwares and delivery of material to the site, 
Mr. Pratt, who usually signs the actual delivery 
slip? A. If I am there I would sign. If I am' 
not there the foreman would sign and if the fore­ 
man goes out anyone of those boys there if stuff 
comes in could sign for it.

Q. The material which was ordered from the City 
Lumber Yard, I can't remember the details of that 

30 order but who would have ordered material, how are 
they actually ordered from the City Lumber Yard? 
A. In two cases I have ordered. I made the order 
up on the job and someone would take it in on a 
bicycle.

Cross-examined by JMr. Johnstone;

Q. Mr. Pratt, do you remember what time you started 
constructing this building? A. Yes, I can't 
give you the particular day but sometime around the 
early part of the year.

40 Q. The early part of when? A. I can't remember
the month, definitely I can't. I know the construc­ 
tion was during the month of April or May something
like that.
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Q. Well would you agree that it started sometime 
around the 3rd May? A. Yes, somewhere around 
there?

Q. Actually you wouldn't quarrel with that? 
A. I am not sure. I say it would be somewhere 
around there.

Q. You said around April? A. Somewhere around 
there. I couldn't give an account definitely.

Q. You would not deny that it was early in May. 
A. I just can't agree with you even at that.

Q. Would you look at this document? Do you recog­ 
nise that document? A. Yes sir, this is signed 
by me.

Q. And it is an agreement dated the 1st May?
You of the one part and a company called Walter's
Limited of the other part? A. Yes, sir.

Q. Do you know? A. No.

Q. Anyway that is the document that you and Dr. 
Soltys signed and that contained the terms of your 
contract? A. That's right, sir.

Q. Did you start work very shortly after that? 
A. Very shortly.

Q. Within a matter of a few days? 
A. In a matter of a few days.

Q. Did you proceed diligently with the work on the 
job? A. I went right on.

Q. You went along quite well according to contract? 
A. Yes.

Q. So that by the 23rd June you had been on this 
job about 6 weeks? A. Yes.

Q. Prom the 3rd May to 23rd June?
A. Yes but we had a halt for about one week prior
to that.

Q. When was the steel work done, when was the steel 
required? A. The steel was required for the 
first floor.

Q. When was that poured? A. That was poured 
between the 4th and 5th week.

10
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30
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Q. That was when you needed the steel? 
A. Yes but there was a shortage of steel when I 
went to the City Lumber Yard so I had to buy it 
cash then. The cash that I got from him I would 
buy cash at that particular time. I went to City 
Lumber Yard to get some steel and they didn't have 
any. I went to Eelly's and they didn't have any 
and I had a bit of steel for H.G-. Christie and I 
had to send and get that steel. If you are a con- 
tractor you take that steel and credit the account 
like that yoLi know.

Q. Yftiat is that? A. If it was necessary for me 
to borrow the steel if I had another job I would 
use it and credit rny account.

Q. I don't understand that. A. If it was 
necessary for me, if I am short of any material in 
regard to steel or whatever it is, to carry on I 
would borrow from any place I could get it, even a 
friend if it was necessary to do my work. ?/e had 
a shortage of steel. You might remember, quite 
clearly, there was a shortage of steel. 
Q . No, I don't remember. A. Oh, no you won't 
remember but the builders would remember, I know

Q. You see what I am putting to you Pratt is, that 
on the 23rd June when certain quantity of steel 
was got from the City Lumber Yard if it was not 
needed for this job? A. Yes, sir. It was need­ 
ed for the addition, the bathroom arid the little 
bar, it is cast top, the whole top is cast.

Q. \Jell you didn't tell us that.
A. No, sir, but as I told you I had to refund the 
sale of 10 or 12 lengths or more, I had to refund 
half the steel where I got it from.

Q. You refunded half the steel? 
A. Under contract I was.

Q. I'm afraid I don't understand at all.

COURT; I've written down that he did require steel 
on the first floor, is that right? A. Yes.

Q. And you say the first floor was not completed 
before the 24th of June? A. The first floor was, 
this was an addition that Dr. Soltys had put on, he 
said he was putting on an addition for Mr. 
he didn't give me no down payment on those addi­ 
tions, and after a shortage I asked for a credit.
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This was needed for the addition? A. Yes.
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Q. Did Dr. Soltys pay you your money under that 
contract? A. He did. I got £200 from him when 
I was going away in order to get shingles, he got 
as far as four payments, J can't remember quite 
because I have no account of it.

Q. Now, Mr. Pratt, let's come to this conversation 
you say you had with Dr. Soltys. The gist of it 
was this, Dr. Soltys had made an addition to the 
job "Will you charge for this at the City Lumber 
Yard and deduct it from the moneys you pay me when 
my instalments due". That was it, was it? 
A. Yes.

Q. This was in early in June that this took place? 
A. Well, I just can't tell you because I was sick 
off and on.

Q. Now, evidence was presented here this morning 
that by the 16th of June something close to £200 
had been charged at the City Lumber Yard to Dr. 
Soltys 1 account, that presumably was for goods that 
were charged pursuant to this arrangement between 
you and Dr. Soltys? A. Yes.

Q. But yet on the 16th of June Dr. Soltys paid you 
the full sum of £1,000? A. Yes, he did.

Q. Do you agree with that? A. Quite so, but

Q. Will you look at this cheque, please? A. Yes.

Q. That was endorsed by you? A. Yes.

Q. You see, Mr. Pratt, what I'm saying is that if 
what you say is true then Dr. Soltys would have 
known that there was the sum of some £200 at the 
City Lumber Yard and he would have deducted it 
from this cheque here? A. Well, we were wait­ 
ing to get the bill - I figured that whenever he 
got the bill he'll deduct that account, the 
remainder whatever the money was.

Q. You knew there was to be a sum deducted from it, 
didn't you? A. lot from that cheque, not 
particularly, he could have paid out of any cheque.

Q. You ordered the goods from the City Lumber Yard? 
A. Yes.

Q. I'm not asking you about dates, you ordered 
goods from the City Lumber Yard, the arrangement 
was that that was to be taken from your cheque and 
you got your cheque - A. Well -
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Q. Your cheque was paid to you under the contract 
in instalments of £1,000 wasn't it? A. Yes.

Q. You agree with that? A. Quite true. 

Q. Might we see the Contract, My Lord? 

COTJ11T: Yes.

Q. You see, Mr. Pratt, what I am telling you is 
that you knew at that time that there was money 
owing to the City Lumber Yard which should have 
been deducted from the cheque which was going to 

10 be paid to you? A. It could have been on any 
cheque.

Q. You meant by that the next cheque?
A. Anyone - he didn't say the next to me.

Q. I'm putting it to you that your understanding 
of that was that the moneys were going to be de­ 
ducted out of the next cheque which was payable to 
you? Had you any reason to think that they were 
going to "be deducted from the third cheque after 
that or the fourth cheque?

20 A. It could have been deducted by the last time, 
many people when they get a bill from the Lumber 
Yard they bring it to me like this and give it to 
me, and then I O.K. it and then they take it, they 
never pay a cheque until they get a bill from the 
Lumber Yard because there was money in the con­ 
tract to carry on, it was in the contract.

Q. Dr. Soltys was watching this contract very 
closely, wasn't he? A. Yes, sir.

Q. He was not putting any great sums of money in 
30 your hands beyond what lie was contracting to do? 

A. That's right.

Q. He was not allowing you to charge generally 
about town? A. (Hie City Lumber Yard did't have 
any - what you call sheeting - and he called Kelly 
an.:"1. I went to Kelly and I got that there.

Q. And the Anglo Colonial Building Company? 
A. That was concrete.

Q. And that was very early in the job, wasn't it?
A YpqJ~ w J. O O .

40 Q. You see I'm putting it to you, Mr. Pratt, that 
this arrangement that you alleged was made between 
you and Dr. Soltys was not in fact made?
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A. Oh, yes, it was made, Mr. Thompson could verify 
it, he called him himself.

Q. And again on June the 17th Dr. Soltys paid you 
£200? A. That v/as shingles for the new "building, 
the additional "building that I couldn't carry on.

Q. You agree with that figure? A. Yes.

Q. Now, that was June the 17th, and at that time 
Dr, Soltys was aware,. and you were aware that 
there were sums owing to the City Lumber Yard in 
respect of what was charged there and was to "be 
deducted from your payments, right? A. Yes.

Q. And yet they were not deducted, were they? 
A. Ho, sir "because the bill didn't come in.

COURT: Have they been deducted? A. No.

Q. My Lord, I was only trying to get at the credi­ 
bility of the witness' story.

COURT: He admits now that the deduction never was 
made and that he still owes it.

Q. And, Mr. Pratt, I think that sometime about the 
middle of July you discontinued this job and didn't 
carry on with it? A. No, I didn't discontinue 
it, I got a nervous "breakdown. I took sick, I had 
what you call asthma and had a breakdown. I took 
sick in my house and operated from my bed for about 
2 weeks, and Dr. Soltys I hear nothing from him and 
nobody but the men on the job. I paid out every 
penny I had trying to keep the job, finally one day 
a boy came in and he said to me "The boss take over 
the job".

Q. Well, anyway you were unable to continue with 
the job? A. I had man to take over the job but 
Dr. Soltys would never acquaint me knowing I had a 
contract. He took the job from me.

COURT; I've got I! I got ill and contract finished 
inconclusively",

MR. ADDERLEY: No re-examination. 

MR. JOHNS TOME: That is the case for the defence. 

Close of Plaintiff's Evidence.
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DEFENDANT'S EVIDENCE

No. 7

ALBERO1 SOLTYS

ALBERT SOLTYS (Sworn) - Examined by Mr.Johnstone. 

Q. Your full name is ...? A. Albert Soltys. 

Q. And you are a veterinary surgeon? A. Yes. 

Q. And you live at Shirley Street? A. Yes.

Q. You also are the president and tlie major share­ 
holder in the company called Walter's Limited? 
A. Yes.

Q. Did that company on the 1st May enter into an 
agreement with Mr. Benjamin L. Pratt for the con­ 
struction of a building on what is known as the 
Base Road which is Nassau Street? A. Yes.

Q. Would you tell us what this is, doctor? 
A. This is the contract between us, yes.

Q. Without going into any great details, is it 
correct that the contractor should supply all 
labour and materials? A. Yes.

0. When did this building commence? 
A. On May 3rd.

Q. May 3rd, 1958. A. That's right.

Q. Mow, I would like to go through this contract. 
The contract provides that the sum of £1,000 should 
be paid at a certain stage. 
A. The commencement of construction.

Q. Would you look at these personal cheques, Dr. 
Soltys. You have before you three cheques, one of 
which is in the amount of £200 which I think is 
dated the 3rd May. A. That's correct.

Q. And payable to one contractor Mr. Pratt. 
A. No, this is a personal one.

Q. That is a personal cheque which you paid your­ 
self? A. Yes.

Q. On behalf of Walter's limited? 
A. That »s right.
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Q. Another one is the 6th May, for £81.5.0, to 
whom? A. Anglo Colonial.

Q. What was that for? A. Concrete, the concrete 
foundation actually, "because I have it marked on 
the bottom of the cheque.

Q. How is it that you paid that sum of money. 
Wasn't Mr, Pratt supposed to pay it? 
A. Apparently the clearing of the ground to set the 
foundation and what not was done previous to this 
and he didn't have the money to pay for the concrete 
so I had to order the concrete myself.

Q. You ordered it yourself? A. Yes.

Q. Did you determine, when you ordered it, how much 
it would cost? A. Yes, sir, I had them bring the 
bill and I sent them the cheque.

Q. How soon did you send the cheque after they 
brought the bill? A. Immediately on delivery or 
the next day.

Q. Let us put it this way; did you leave that as 
an account to be debited to the month's cause ... 
A. No, sir, I'll say I paid for it immediately.

Q. And then the third cheque is in the amount 
£718.15.0. Was it on 9th May. A. Yes, sir.

Q. And that is from Walter's limited to Mr, B.L. 
Pratt? A, Yes, correct.

Q, And those three cheques, on your calculation, 
come to £1000? A. No, sir. At that time when 
we were talking about building an addition we had 
to put up an additional £1,000.

COURT: Under the contract how much were you sup­ 
posed to pay? A. £1,000 on commencement of 
construction.

COURTs And then £1,000 ...
A. You see, he cleared the ground and put the
foundation and what not ...

COURT: He hadn't got any money to start with? 
A. That's right.

Q. And Dr. Soltys, will you look at this please. 
That's a cheque dated 31st May for £1,000 payable 
to Mr. Pratt? A. Yes.
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GOURTs [Phis is the second time. A. The contract 
calls for a certain stage of the "building ...

Q. And Dr. Soltys, just one more - June 16th for
£1,000. A. Yes, sir, this is Walter's 
to Mr. Pratt.

Limited

Q. How, Dr. Soltys, did you authorise Mr. Pratt at 
any time during his contract to send you a credit 
for his equipment? A. Ho, sir.

Q. Did you lead anybody to believe by any words or 
10 actions that Mr, Pratt was authorised or your agent 

to A. Oh, yes, Zelly's Lumber Yard called 
rie up when Mr, Pratt was down there to charge some­ 
thing in an early stage. I immediately went down 
and talked to Mr. Kelly and he told me Mr. Pratt»s 
credit was no good, and if I wanted ...

Q. The long and short of it is you paid for the 
lumber yourself? A. Ho, when Mr. Pratt got a 
cheque and I called Charles the very next day to 
see whether Pratt had paid it or not. Pratt paid 

20 it out of his first or second cheque, I don't know 
which one it was, probably the second cheque. The 
first cheque was a clear £1,000.

Q. Did you make it clear that Mr. Pratt was not 
authorised to cash your cheque? A. That's 
correct. In fact they wouldn't give him any credit 
anyway. That's why we had to watch him very 
closely.

Q. You were watching him very closely, were you? 
A. As close as we could. Both Mr. Allan, the 

30 architect, and I were sitting down figuring out
3ust how far ahead Pratt was and how much we should 
advance him to keep him working on the building.

Q. Have you ever opened an account at the City 
Lumber Yard? A. Ho, sir.

Q. You've heard Mr. Thompson give evidence in Court 
this morning? A. Yes, sir.

Q. Have you ever seen Mr. Thompson before in your 
life before this morning? A. Hot that I. recall.

Q. Had you ever spoken with Mr. Thomson before? 
40 A. Well, after I got the bill from City Lumber 

Yard ...

Q. Before you got the bill, had you ever spoken to 
him before? A. Ho, sir.
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Q. You heard Mr. Thompson say he telephoned you 
between 10.00 and 10.30 on a certain date. Are you 
normally at your home telephone number at that time 
in the morning? A. No, sir. My office hours in 
those days were between 7.00 and 9.00 in the morn­ 
ing*

Q. And what did you do then? A. Immediately 
after I hiked down to the building to see what was 
going on, just as soon as I could get away,

Q. And you heard the conversation that Mr. Pratt 10 
has related in Court regarding the arrangements 
with the City Lumber Yard. Do you recall that 
conversation at all? A. No, sir, I didn't know 
he ordered anything from City Lumber Yard.

Q. So to your knowledge that conversation did not 
take place? A. No, sir.

Q. YiTould you have paid Pratt money if you had known 
that your credit had been pledged under this con­ 
tract? A. Certainly not because while the first 
part of the building was going on - of course, I 20 
didn't know Mr. Pratt at all before I was intro­ 
duced to him by the architect, I didn't know whether 
his credit was any good or if he was a good builder 
or not. I took him upon the recommendation of Mr. 
Allan. But after the building commenced and we 
found out just how bad his credit was we had to 
watch him very closely because the payments were 
made in such a way that he was always ahead of us. 
In other words he got paid more money than con­ 
struction was actually done, 30

Q. Yi/hen did you first know, Dr. Soltys, that the 
City Lumber Yard felt you were indebted to them for 
certain supplies? A. After the first of July.

Q. Around July, 1958. How could you be sure it was 
that date? A. I presume it was that time that I 
remember getting a bill from them and I immediately 
called and tried to talk to Sir George as a matter 
of fact but he wasn't there.

Q. So you received the bill from City Lumber Yard
for some merchandise. Can you recall roughly what 4-0
the figure was? A. If I remember right it was
in the high three hundred's, I presume around £380
something, that's what I thought it was.

Q. Did you expect that or was it a surprise to you? 
A. It was a shock.
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Q. Hid you pay it? A. No, sir. I immediately 
called Sir George on the phone as I told you.

OO'UKT: How much was the Kelly Lumber Yard one? 
A. £315.

Q. What did you do after that? You received a 
shock, Dr. Soltye. A. I immediately called Sir 
George an.d lie wasn't available and so I asked them 
who I should talk to and they referred me to Mr. 
Harris. I spoke to Mr. Harris and I said, "Look

1C here, I don't owe City Lumber Yard any money; I'm 
under contract. I have not opened a charge account 
with City Lumber Yard and Pratt has to pay this 
bill and not me". And he said, "Oh I didn't know 
that" or words to that effect. And I said, "I'm 
having trouble enough with him now to keep him on 
the job. Most of the workmen are quitting and 
they aren't being paid and I don't know whether 
Pratt's going to be with us very much longer or 
not and the building is practically at a stand-

20 still now". And he asked me if I think I would
get another cheque and I said, "I don't know. If 
he starts work again and since he's under contract, 
he probably will." And so in the conversation I 
told him I would hold his money back out of Pratt's 
next cheque if Pratt continued the building. But 
he never continued the building.

COURTs He never got another cheque? 
A. ITo, he never got another cheque.

Q. V/ell, why did you make that generous offer? 
30 A. George Roberts is a good friend of mine; he's 

been a friend of mine ever since I've been here. 
1 don't want any trouble with Sir George Roberts 
or anyone for that matter.

Q. One more question: to your knowledge, Dr.Soltys, 
were any of the materials comprised in a slip the 
invoices that you have had an opportunity of in­ 
specting, have any of these been delivered to your 
building to your knowledge? A. Not to my know­ 
ledge, I don't know but that was all on the con- 

40 tract and I didn't pay any attention too much to 
the going and coming like that.

Cross-examined by Mr. Adderley.

Q. We will come back to what Mr. Pratt said you 
said and what Mr. Thompson said your conversation 
was on the telephone. Don't you think that what 
mist have been your undertaking with Mr. Harris
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that you would take whatever you had out of Prattte 
next cheque in order to pay City Lumber Yard? 
A. I don't follow you.

Q. You say you said that you told him, Mr. Harris, 
at the City Lumber Yard that you would hold back 
money out of Pratt's next cheque and pay the City 
Lumber Yard. A. No, sir. I said if he got 
another cheque I would stick to him and see that 
they did get paid because he had apparently charged

Q. You would hold back what belonged to Pratt to 10
give the City Lumber Yard. I'm not thinking about
what Mr. Thompson said you said to him. This is
what you said to Mr. Harris and you said 'I told
him that I would hold back Pratt's money'.
A. The conversation was with Mr. Harris that he
wanted to get his money the same as I wanted to
see him get it and if he did get another cheque I
would let him know when that date was and see if
we could hold it out of his cheque or hold it ...

Q. You said if he got another cheque ... You must 20 
not have had any doubt in your mind or you would 
not have given him £1,000, doctor. A. Yes.

Q. Mr. Pratt was still on the job? 
A. He was and he wasn't.

Q. What do you mean by "he was and he wasn't"?
A. Well, he was such a slipshod contractor that
at that time he wasn't paying his own staff and
they were leaving and the work wasn't commencing.
Everything was more or less half at a standstill
and maybe a plasterer would work and a mason would 30
work and one of the carpenters woiild do a bit of
work and maybe sometimes they would appear and
sometimes I don't know what was going on half the
time.

Q. At this stage, Dr. Soltys, you had -paid him - 
was it £3,000? A. That's right.

Q. How much was the contract? A. Sixty-five. 

Q. £6,500? and £3,500? A. That's right.

Q. IDs an additional o^3,500 and you say the work
was never done "by Pratt? He got £3,000 for what ho 4-0
had done on the job? A. That's right.

Q. Why is there anything so unusual about your pay­ 
ing £1,000 in the middle of June when you were so 
far ahead of him so to speak?

A. I wasn't ahead of him.

Q. You don't think you were ahead of him? But at 
that stage ... A. At the early stages of a 
building you're never ahead of a contractor.

Q. We are talking of this particular one, Dr.Soltys, 
the suggestion has been put forward that you paid 
him a cheque for £1,000 in the middle of June and 
if you knew at that time that he had had goods 
charged to you at the City Lumber Yard you would 

10 have deducted it from your account. But I am
suggesting to you that in any event at that partic­ 
ular time in the middle of June he still had £3500 
to got, isn't that right? 
A. If he continued the work.

Q. But at that time, in the middle of June, did 
you have reason to think he wasn't going to con­ 
tinue the work? A. No, not at that time.

Q. On the 17th June, ?/hen you gave Mr. Pratt a 
cheque for £1,000 you had no reason to believe he 

20 wasn't going to continue the work you thought that 
he would not complete the job? 
A. There was a lot of conversation between the 
architect and I, as to whether he was going to 
continue it or not.

A. It may or may not have been, I don't know.

Q. Be that as it may you gave him a cheque for 
£1,000. And at that time you were supposed to pay 
him £6,500 between that time and the time that the 

30 job was completed. A. That is correct.

Q. Mow Dr. Soltys, you say you've never seen Mr. 
Thompson and he says he's never seen you either. 
He says he spoke to you on the telephone and told 
you that Mr. Pratt visited the City Lumber Yard and 
that he wanted to order steel on your behalf and 
would you consent to the materials be jug charged to 
you and you said it was alright and you would 
settle at the end of the month. A. No, sir.

Q. Ho conversation like that took place between you 
40 and anybody? A. No.

Q. What I'm suggesting to you, Dr. Soltys, is that 
you may not know this particular man, Thompson, but 
you spoke to somebody at City Lumber. 
A. No, sir. I didn't speak to anybody in City 
Lumber Yard.
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Q. You didn't speak to anybody you mean on that day. 
Is it possible you don't remember and you may have 
called the City Lumber and don't remember who it 
was you talked to? A, Ho, sir, that's not cor­ 
rect.

Q. Now, to Mr. Pratt. Ke says he told you he had
to get the materials and that he didn't have any
credit with City lumber Yard. Now, you say you
felt at that time his credit was no good?
A. That's correct. 10

Q. And he was supposed to be responsible for the 
materials? A. That's right.

Q. So he would either have to pay cash for the 
materials or charge the materials? 
A. That was his concern, not mine.

Q. I know. But that was the idea between City 
Lumber Yard and you.

As far as you were concerned he had to either 
pay cash or charge the materials.
A. No, he was under contract, and I didn't see 20 
where it made a difference.

Q. It didn't make any difference to you whether he 
paid cash or whether he charged? A. That's right.

Q. But you also knew that his credit at that place 
was not good at the time? A. That's right.

Q. You say just now, Dr. Soltys, that you paid him 
... Kelly's Lumber Yard called you? 
A. That's right.

Q. And they called you "bo find out whether they
should charge it to Mr. Pratt or whether they should 30
charge it to you. A. They wouldn't charge it to
Pratt.

Q. They wouldn't charge it to Pratt. They charged
it to you? Is that right?
A. That's right. I went down and arranged it.

Q. You went down and you arranged that? But you 
didn't pay Kelly's Lumber Yard, you paid Pratt? 
A. That's right.

Q. Pratt paid Kelly's Lumber Yard.
A. The very next day. 40

Q. The materials were charged to you but you paid 
Pratt? A. That's right.
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Q. So that if there was a bill to the City Lumber 
Yard you would also expect Pratt to pay that? 
A. I didn't know it -was there. Otherwise there 
wouldn't have been any dispute and he wouldn't have 
got £1,000 out of me.

Q. You didn't offer to withdraw the Kelly's Lumber 
Yard bill from the amount you gave Pratt? You were 
satisfied to pay him and to pay Kelly ! s Lumber Yard. 
A. At that time Pratt was a new man to me and I was 
new to him and I went ahead and I let him pay it. 
It was later on in the contract that I found out 
his record.

A. It was early in the build-

Q. When is it you say you took over the building 
yourself, Doctor, sometime in July? 
A. In the middle of July. I believe I've got the 
payroll and it should have the exact date.

Q. And you deny any conversation with Mr.Thompson 
of City Lumber Yard and deny the conversation with 
Mr. Pratt, authorising him to credit with City 
Lumber Yard? A. That is correct.

Re-examined.

Q. Your conversation with Mr. Harris. You said 
that you told him that if Mr. Pratt got another 
payment you would see if you could hold it out for 
him, hold out this cheque for City Lumber Yard? 
A. The exact conversation is actually a little 
blurry but what actually was mentioned was the 
fact that when talking with Mr. Harris it was 
quite obvious that he wasn't going to get his money 
unless I held it out of unless Pratt paid it be­ 
cause he had charged it in my name.

A. As I said before Sir George Roberts has been a 
very good client of mine and a friend of mine and 
I didn't want to see him stuck by anybody any more 
than I wanted to get stuck myself. YiTe had a very 
cordial conversation at the time.

This is a suit by a firm of lumber and hard­ 
ware merchants for the price of goods sold and 
delivered.

The facts of the case are that the defendant 
entered into a lump 'sum contract with a building 
contractor named Pratt to build him a house, Mr- 
Pratt ordered building materials from the plain­ 
tiffs to the extent of the £323 and these were 
delivered to the building site. Mr. Pratt says 
that as he had little capital he got the defendant, 
Dr. Soltys, to agree that building materials could 
be ordered in his name and the price be deducted 
from the next periodic payment under the contract. 
Pie says he informed the plaintiffs of this arrange­ 
ment. Before Dr. Soltys was billed for the goods, 
however, Mr. Pratt suffered a nervous breakdown 
and the contract had to be completed by someone 
else. This happened before Dr. Soltys was billed 
by the plaintiff and he has refused to pay.

An employee of the plaintiffs, a Mr. Thompson, 
says that after speaking" to Mr. Pratt he telephoned 
.Dr. Soltys who agreed that Mr. Pratt could order 
building materials on his behalf. Dr. Soltys de­ 
nies the existence of this conversation entirely. 
It is therefore the crucial point to be determined.

I will first say that both Mr. Thompson and
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1961
- continued.

Dr. Soltys impressed me equally as truthful wit- 
nesses by their demeanour. The solution to the 
problem as to whose recollection is faulty ear- 
therefore only be arrived at by weighing up the 
probabilities.

In my view there is a circumstance which is 
in the defendant's favour. Mr. Pratt appears to 
have been hard up and Dr. Soltys, knowing this, 
permitted him at the very beginning of the contract 
to order cement from the Anglo Colonial Building 10 
Company in his name amounting to £81.5.0. But he 
paid the bill for it immediately and three days 
later when he had to complete a periodic payment 
of £1000 to Mr. Pratt he deducted this sum. It 
seems to me, therefore, just a little unlikely 
that he would have given Mr. Pratt what is said to 
be carte blanche to order what he liked. It is 
true that builders' merchants are usually careful 
before allowing credit to contractors but here 
they may have shared the view put forward by Mr. 20 
Adderley, that in law an implied agency arises in 
such cases and that their money would be safe.

I cannot accede to this contention in the 
absence of proof of any local customs to this 
effect. It is surely common knowledge that the 
building of houses by a lump sum contract is just 
as usual a manner of carrying out the operation as 
for the prospective owner to employ a builder for 
a.reward and to buy or be responsible for the cost 
of the materials. I can find no evidence that 30 
the defendant ever gave cause to the plaintiffs to 
believe that Mr. Pratt could pledge his credit as 
his agent. There is no similarity between this 
case and one where, for example, the manager of a 
hotel buys quantities of meat from a butcher and 
an implied agency arises. There is no evidence 
here of "holding out". The plaintiffs must there­ 
fore rely upon the telephone conversation and the 
onus of proof that it occurred is on them. I find 
that they have failed to discharge that onus and 40 
the suit must be dismissed with costs, I will only 
add that I can have only the faintest expectation 
that this decision is more likely than not to be in 
accordance with the truth of the matter.

PROPOSED ANIMAL HOSPITAL FOR WAITERS, LTD.

Under the superintendence and to the entire 
satisfaction of the Owner, Walters, Ltd. 
and/or his duly appointed Agent.

A. GENERAL INFORMATION AND DESCRIPTION 

1. Site Location and Description

The site for the proposed new building is that 
piece of land situated on Nassau Street South on 
New Providence as shown on the plans and being 180 
feet on the frontage in a line running approximately 
North and South on Nassau Street and being 120 feet 
more or less in depth from that frontage and run­ 
ning East to West along the Northern boundary. The 
site is bounded on the East by Nassau Street; on 
the West by a public road; on the South by proper­ 
ties of Walters, Ltd. and on the North by Christie 
Park. All boundaries of the land are well defined 
and marked by the surveyor's markers set into the 
land.

The subsoil over the entire site is understood to 
be soft rock fill of a sandy nature of a depth not 
exceeding 6'0" and the whole has a soft lime rock 
base.

Generally the site is fairly level and sparsely 
covered with light vegetation and root matter."

The highest point on Nassau Street on the frontage 
is to be taken as datum Zero for the purpose of 
setting levels for the building and heights as 
indicated on the plans are to be taken as minimum

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levels subject to slight increase according to act­ 
ual ground conditions. Floor level to be a minimum 
of 18 inches above datum zero or the highest point 
of finished ground level v/hichever is the higher. 
Ploor level and building lines to be inspected 
before work commences and adjusted at the Owner/ 
Architect's discretion.

2. Proposed Building and Description

The project comprises a complete two storey build- 
10 ing with two single storey wings at each end. The 

lower floor plan of the building contains a recep­ 
tion room, private office, corridor, dark room, 
surgery room, examination room, giooming room, 
attendance room, bathroom, storage room, ward and 
shop. The upper floor of the main building shall 
be left incomplete as shown on sheet 3 of the 
Architect's drawings. Building will also have an 
entrance landing, exterior stairs, upper balcony 
as shown on the plans.

20 Construction throughout will be of conventional
methods and materials. All walls shall be of con­ 
crete block construction with stucco externally and 
plaster internally except where shown on the plans 
All floors of the lower level shall be locally made 
cement tile laid on a concrete slab. Upper floors 
of the main building shall be left in the rough 
condition of the concrete slab.

Windows are to be aluminium framed, glass louvers 
with operating mechanisms and internal and external 

30 doors are to be as shown on the drawings.

All plumbing and electrical fixtures and equipment 
are to be standard patterns and of the best quality.

Roofing is to be timber rafters with 7/8" sheathing 
and over this will be laid 20 year bonded asphalt 
shingles set as per manufacturer's specifications,

3. External Works and Services.

The building lines are generally to be shown on the 
plans, but subject to some adjustment necessary to 
preserve growing trees on the site as far as poss- 

40 ible.

Sidewalks are to be provided to give access to the 
main building and to the shop at the Southern end 
of the building.

Sanitary disposal facilities are to be provided by 
means of a septic tank for soil treatment with 
effluent drains.

Mains water to be connected for all purposes from a 
deep well, the location of which, will be determined 
by the Architect on the site. Provision shall be 
made for connecting up with a Water Department main.

Electric power and lighting supply facilities to be 
provided by connection to the Government Electrical 
Department mains in Nassau Street. 10

Telephone facilities to be provided. The external 
lines to be provided by the Telecommunications 
Department at the Owner's expense, but the Contrac­ 
tor will provide and include necessary ducting, 
trenching, conduits, etc.

4. Outline of Constructional Design.

Apart from the functional requirements of the build­ 
ing, the aim and object of the contract is to provide 
a good class residence of pleasing appearance, good 
finish and sound aesthetics.

Whilst economy is to be exercised, the Contractor is 
to allow for all necessary and essential works to 
achieve these objects to produce such a residence 
cost without sacrificing any items which will result 
in early and costly maintenance or repair work.

5. Work Comprised in Contract

The works comprised in the contract will be made up 
in the several sections as follows;

(g) Metal work necessary, including smith work, 
rag-bolts, hangers, brackets, clips, ties, etc. 
all necessary for the various other trades and for 
any particular specification item or other item 
shown on the drawings is to be included.

(h) All tarring, asphalting, or bitumen work in 
the making watertight of foundations, walls and any 
underfloor treatments, and including any ouch 
treatment required in flashings to roof will be 
included.

Similar
conditions will be imposed on any sub-contractors.

8. Ascertained and Liquidated Damages

Ho rate per diem shall be fixed in the Contract for
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delay in the completion beyond the contract date, 
but the Owner reserves the right to charge the 
contractor with any actual costs or charges in­ 
curred as a direct result of the Contractor to fail 
to satisfy the contract date, i.e., cost of alter­ 
native accommodation, etc.

9. Copies of Drawings and Specifications.

The Contractor shall retain one set of drawings and 
specifications available on the site, and these 

10 shall be accessible to the Owner/Agent at all
reasonable times. These documents and all draw­ 
ings shall be returned to the Owner/Agent on com­ 
pletion of the works.

10. Temporary Lighting

Adequate temporary lighting with temporary meters 
is to be paid for by the Contractor if' required on 
his works, including any subcontractors work.

The Contractor shall make arrangements and pay all

for the works, including the water for works 
carried out by his subcontractors.

12. Provide all Plant

Provide all scaffolding, hoists, tackle, imple­ 
ments, moulds, profiles and apparatus, and a 
foreman and sufficient number of men for the proper 
and expeditious and complete execution of the works.

15. Workmen to be kept within Bounds

employed by the Contractor in the performance of 
the Contract and give notice thereof in writing to

The sand shall be clean and free from foreign matter 
of any sort and shall pass through a mesh 3/16" square 
and not more than 10$ shall pass through a sieve of 30

Coarse aggregate for mass concrete work shall be 
clean hard broken stone or rock which shall pass 
through a 2" ring, and the bulk shall contain 
sufficient smaller stuff and particles to fill 
interstices.

Steel reinforcement shall be of the sizes shown or 
described and shall comply with the latest British 
Standard Specifications or the American Standards 
of the American Concrete Institute or the Concrete
Reinforcing Steel Institute.

51. Mixture A

Concrete mixture A shall be composed of 90 Ibs. 
cement and 6 cubic feet of coarse aggregate as

52. Mixture B

Concrete mixture B shall be composed of 90 Ibs. 
cement and 2 cubic feet sand and 4 cubic feet of 
fine aggregate.

53. Mixture C

Concrete mixture C shall be composed of 90 Ibs, 
cement and 1-g- cubic feet sand and 3 cubic feet of 
fine aggregate.

54. Gauging.

30 All materials for concrete shall be accurately
measured. Cement shall be measured by weight and 
sand and aggregate shall be measured by means of a 
gauging box,

55. Mixing

Concrete shall be mixed in a batch mixer of an 
approved type for all work and shall contain the 
minimum amount of water consistent with a concrete
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sufficiently moist to "be tamped into position. The 
amount of water per "batch must be measured arid not- 
added indiscriminately. Rendy-nixed concrete pre­ 
pared at a concrete mill and delivered in proper 
batch trucks v/ith mixers fitted may be used and in 
such case the Contractor is to ensure that the 
concrete mix is such as to provide an ultimate 
strength of 2500 Ibs. per square inch. The maker 
of the ready-mix concrete must provide the necess­ 
ary guarantee of the quality and strengths of the 10 
mixture and the materials used and of the ultimate 
strength.

56. Placing

Immediately after mixing, concrete shall be rim to
the work and carefully placed in position. In
reinforced work the concrete must be carefully
placed around the reinforcing bars and thoroughly
vibrated or tamped to exclude voids, Hot more than
30 minutes shall elapse between the mixing and the
final placing of the concrete. Care- must be taken 20
to ensure that reinforcement is not disturbed in
the placing of the concrete.

57. Formwork

All forrnwork must be sufficiently strong to resist 
the dead weight of concrete barrows, men, etc. 
during concreting without bulging or undue deflec­ 
tion. Formwork for slabs shall be laid with an 
upward camber to ensure a level finish. All form- 
work must be carefully cleaned out before any 
concreting takes place and any necessary temporary 30 
openings will be left for this. Pormwork shall be 
of tongued and grooved and thicknessed boarding, 
and the Contractor must allow for any rubbing down, 
polishing off, etc., which may be 'necessary. Porms 
and struts for concrete shall not be removed until 
the concrete is sufficiently strong to safely carry 
the loads (dead or temporary) and the responsibility 
for the safety of the concrete will rest with the 
Contractor. He will be held liable for any damage 
done and will have to make good same at his own 40 
expense.

58. Weather Protection

The Contractor shall take all necessary steps and 
measures to protect the newly placed concrete 
against any inclement weather and also against any 
excessive heat. Newly placed concrete shall be
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protected from the direct heat of the sun and the 
final set shall be delayed by dampening as long as 
practicable.

59. Structures

The Contractor shall carry out the whole of the 
concrete work as indicated on the drawings and in 
these specifications.

60. Materials and Labours

The Contractor shall supply all materials and lab- 
10 ours including all necessary forrawork, shuttering, 

hanging bolts, staying, gangways, expansion boards, 
fillets etc. and shall ease and remove same and do 
all that is necessary in executing the concrete and 
the masonry construction work to satisfactorily 
complete the works.

61. Steps and Paving

Construct external steps and entrance landings and 
paving as shown or described and also all founda­ 
tions walls for the whole building in concrete 

20 mixture A as described above, all to be filled in
and well tamped behind shuttering and finished with 
smooth surface.

62. Wall Foundations

Pill in to surface trenches with a concrete mixture 
B to dimensions and sizes as shown or described.

63. Floor Slab

Lay over area of the building a bed of concrete as 
shown on the drawings, using mixture B, well tamped 
and laid absolutely level to receive floor tiles.

30 64. Belt Courses and Lintels

Form combined belt courses to whole building all in 
concrete mixture B filled in on shuttering and 
formwork and well packed and rammed around rein­ 
forcement, casting in necessary wallplate fixing 
bolts and brackets at the same time. Form and 
shutter for lintels and use mixture B or C accord­ 
ing to situation of lintel.

65. Structure

All to be set square and plumb with 
small joints, and leaving openings at junctions of 
all cross walls to form concrete columns. Form 
columns at all cross walls junctions as described 
above, in concrete mixture B well packed and rammed.

Lime to be approved non- 
hydraulic lime run at least one month before use, 
and to be kept clean; or.Hydrated Lime, mixed 
with water into putty not less than 24 hours 
before use. Mixture to be a standard of 1 to 5 
mix.

68. Walls Plastered

Apply plaster to all vertical wall surfaces in two 
coats coarse stuff (Scratch and brown coats render­ 
ing first coat and floating second coat). Apply 30 
finish plaster coat in sand finish using fine stuff 
to all walls where no tiles are to be fixed. Apply 
plaster in smooth finish using Keene's cement to 
all walls exposed after wall tiles are fixed in 
those rooms where wall tiles are fixed.

69. Prepare Walls for Tiling

materials. All sills to be tiled with first 
quality tiles for that purpose.

71. Floor tiles

Supply and fix complete, including all necessary 
bedding mortars native cement tiles to.' all areas 
on ground floors. All to be first quality tiles, 
laid evenly and set absolutely level throughout 
the building. Include all necessary base tiles, 
skirting tiles, mitres, angles cutting and fitting 
and drilling for plugs for joinery fixtures where 
necessary.

72. Wall Tiling

Supply and fix complete including all necessary 
bedding mortar, plain glazed china cushion edged 
wall tiles 6" x 6" to surgery room, examination 
room and grooming room to 4'6" from, floor and 
around the bathtub recess to a height of 5 ! 6" from 
floor level; also on batht'ub shelf as shown on 
the drawings.

73. Stucco

Apply first coat stucco to all external wall sur­ 
faces to foundation level; materials to be one 
part Portland Cement as described to two parts 
sand, and mixed with waterproofing liquid to makers 
instructions. This coat not to exceed 3/8" in 
thickness. Apply a second coat stucco as described 
above to all external wall surfaces, to make up 
total thickness of first and second coats average 
3/4" thickness. Return all jambs, reveals, splays 
and heads to door and window openings in stucco in 
two coats a.t the same time.

74. Septic Tank

Lay concrete bed in mixture B not less than 4" thick 
to form floor of septic tank, and build walls of 8" 
concrete blocks to ground level. Render and finish 
in cement plaster all inside walls of tank. Form 
roof to tank on wood shuttering and include for all 
connections, pipe joints, etc., complete. Measure­ 
ments and dimensions to be standard design Septic 
Tank as issued by the Department of Public Works 
for use in domestic dwellings in Nassau.

75  S tonework

Exhibits
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Supply and fix in position complete all stonework 
entrance steps as shown on the drawings, including
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all mortars, cutting, setting and waterproofing.

76. Structural Timbers

All structural timbers used in the construction 
shall be best quality native pine dressed and 
treated with brush coat \7oodlife or equal preserva­ 
tive, and all to sizes and dimensions as shown on 
the drawings or otherwise specified.

77. Rafters and Roof Framing

Supply and fix complete all timbers in roof framing 
all to sizes and in positions as shown on drawings, 
all well jointed and firmly fixed together. In­ 
clude all necessary bracing, strutting, wedging, 
etc. to make the whole roof structure strong, firm 
and rigid. Roof pitch to be 4 feet rise in 12 feet 
run.

78. Roof Covering

Roof is to be timber rafters with 7/8" sheathing. 
On this will be tacked one layer of 15 lb. roofing 
paper. On this will be laid, according to manu­ 
facturer's specifications 20 year bonded asphalt 
shingles, colour to meet with the owner's approval.

79. Ceilings

Supply and fix Celotex vee jointed dropped ceilings 
in Surgery room, examination room grooming room, 
private office, reception room and corridor. Other 
ceilings shall be unfinished with rough rafter sys­ 
tem being exposed.

80. Door frames

Supply and fix complete door frames to sises and 
designs as shown on the drawings. All to be net 
true plumb and square, and firmly fixed to masonry 
with anchors or spikes.

81. Doors

Supply and fix complete all doors as set out in the 
schedule shown on the plans.

82. Windows

Supply and fix complete all windows as shown 011 
drawings, to the sizes and locations as shown, to

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be aluminium framed 4" glass louvers complete fac­ 
tory fabricated and to the standard American speci­ 
fications, complete with fly screens. Hallrite or 
equivalent make is to "be used.

83. Cabinets

Provide and install complete all cabinets in 
operating theatre and elsewhere as shown on the 
drawings, all to be fitted with flush doors, 
standard worktop covered with formica or equal,

well and built square and true, prepared for high 
quality paint finish.

84. Gutter Boxes

Supply and fix complete all fascias, soffits, barge 
and eaveboards in not less than 1" nominal thick-­ 
ness timbers, and to other sizes and details as 
shown on the drawings.

85. Rough Hardware

The Contractor shall supply and fix all rough hard- 
20 ware necessary to carry out the work and all shall 

be to standard patterns of the best quality avail­ 
able.

86. Finish Hardware Supply

 The owner shall select all finish hardware, but the 
Contractor shall allow the provisional sum of 
£25. 0. 0 to cover this item (excluding kitchen 
cupboard hardware). Any saving or excess incurred 
in. this sum shall be adjusted against the provision­ 
al sum.

30 87. Finish Hardware Fixing

Fix only all finish hardware including all setting, 
adjusting, and oiling and easing to ensure easy 
operation,

89. Materials and Yiforkmanship

The whole of the materials and workmanship shall be 
of the best quality available. The wnole of the

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plumbing installation, the water supply and the 
drainage and sewage disposal shall conform to the 
code set out by the Public Health and Public Works 
Departments of the Bahamas 0-ov eminent, and the 
whole of the works shall be subject to inspection 
and approval by Government Inspectors.

90. Plant, Tools, etc.

The Contractor shall furnish all tools, plant and
equipment necessary for the satisfactory execution
of the plumbing works. 10

91. Scope of the Work

(a) Complete installation to satisfy the physical 
layout of the building and ancillaries as shown on 
the drawings.

(b) Hot and cold water supply shall be from the 
public mains and distributed to the dark room, the 
surgery room, examination room, grooming room, 
bathroom, ward and the sluice in the corridor where 
shown, on the plans.

(c) All pumps, pressure tanks, piping, valves, 20 
stopcocks, bends, bibcocks, etc. necessary for the 
complete installation.

(d) Septic tank for sewage treatment, with pipe 
connection for effluent.

(e) Roof flashings, including metal protection 
plates, etc.

92. Mains Water Supply

The Contractor shall provide for a connection to 
the private well and supply complete pipe connec­ 
tions to control gear located under the entrance 30 
steps, including galvanized iron pipe of 1" nominal 
bore, with screwed joints, and all necessary con­ 
nections and valves.

93. Hot Water Distribution

Provide complete all distribution lines in copper 
pipe and fittings, all brass control valves, bends, 
tees, branches, etc. complete.

94. Air Chambers

Provide in hot and cold water distribution systems
the necessary air chambers to prevent "water-hammer11 40
and other disturbances.
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95. "Tastes

All fixtures shall be provided with heavy gauge 
chromium plates on brass waste fittings, properly 
ventilated and connected.

96. "Valves

All piping systems shall be fitted with valves and 
stopcocks, those inside the dwelling house proper 
being of heavy chrome plate on brass, and those on 
the main lines at the control point in the garage 

10 being plain cast brass.

97. Pump and Pressure Tank

The Contractor shall include for one pump and one 
pressure tank for well water. The pumps shall be 
1- h.p. electric "Myers Ejecto" or equal with 1 x 
40 gal. heavy gauge galvanized steel pressure tank 
and pressure gauges and control gear to operate at 
20 Ibs. pressure, cut off at 40 lb. pressure. The 
pumps, tanks, and control gear shall be located in 
the service lavatory.

20 98. Hot water Heater

The Contractor shall include for the supply and 
fixing complete of one only water heater electric 
60 gallon capacity, Hotpoint or equal. This should 
be fitted with, thermos tat ic control and shall be 
fully automatic in operation with master control 
switch and fuse box.

99. Drains, above ground

Provide and fit complete with all drains necessary, 
bends and connections, all drains from fixtures and 

30 fittings, wastes, etc. in galvanized iron piping 
above ground and where bedded in walls, etc. 
Include also all necessary ventilating pipes in 
galvanized iron piping to extend upwards through 
roof lines; exposed end to be mesh enclosed.

100. Drains, belov/ ground

Provide all necessary drains, connection, cleanout 
plugs, etc. from galvanised iron pipes described 
above, and connected to the relevant disposal. All 
to be in heavy quality 4" cast iron pipes with 

40 spigot joints well sealed with an oakum and molten 
lead, including all necessary cleanout plugs and 
eyes.

104. Materials and Workmanship

The whole of the materials and. workmanship shall be 20 
of the best quality available. The whole of the 
electric lighting and power installation shall be 
executed in accordance with the code of the Bahamas 
Government Electrical Department and shall be sub­ 
ject to inspection and approval by the Department's 
inspector.

Provide and install complete all distribution 
panels and fuse panels at the control location in 
the garage.

109. Distribution

Provide and install complete all necessary conduits 
and wiring to all the outlets and lighting points 
and power points as shown on the drawings, or as 

30 required to meet the installations of the pump etc. 
described in the Specification.

110. Conduits

Shall be of heavy gauge galvanized iron of adequate 
sizes.

111. Wiring

Shall be of P.V.C. or equal in single or twin 
strands of adequate sizes and of 600 volt class.

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112. Outlets

Provide all outlets in positions as shown on the 
drawings, all to be double outlet in metal cases 
with plastic cover plates. Outlet positions to be 
generally 12" from the floor. All outlets to be 
"hot" and unswitched, except where shown on the 
drawings.

113. Lighting Points

Provide complete in positions as shown on the draw­ 
ings, lighting points in rooms with, switch controls 10 
at the doorways. Switches to have metal cases and 
plastic cover to match outlet plates.

114. Power Points

Provide complete all power outlets and permanent 
connections to locations as shown on the drawings, 
or to equipment as described in the Plumber section 
of the specifications.

115« Switches

All wall switches to lighting points or wall out­ 
lets to be toggle type single pole, except for 20 
power outlets which will be double pole.

116. Bell and Annunciator

Provide complete push bell and annunciator system 
at front door with small current transformer opera­ 
ted from mains supply. The push button shall be of 
flush pattern and the front door alarm shall be of 
buzzer type.

117. External Outlets

Provide in positions as shown or directed external 
outlet points in weatherproof boxes with screw 30 
pattern covers to outlets.

118. Telephone

Install complete conduits to provide outlet points 
for telephone in location as shown on the drawings. 
Provide and install all internal wiring for this. 
External connections will be arranged direct by the 
Owner with the Telecommunications Department.

J. PAINTING

119. Materials and Workmanship
The materials and workmanship shall be of the bent 40
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quality and the finish of the work by this trade 
shall "be consistent with the standards of good 
class residences throughout the Colony.

120. Walls Internal

Prepare all plastered walls, faces of masonry 
openings, reveals, etc. and all other plastered 
surfaces for painting in good quality oil colours. 
Apply one coat good quality primer-sealer to all 
surfaces described. Apply one coat good quality 
latex or equal gloss finish in colours.

121. Woodwork Internal

10 Stop, knot and prime all woodwork to doors, frames, 
closets, cupboards, cabinets, etc. and shelves. 
Apply one coat good quality primer-sealer to all 
surfaces described. Apply one coat good quality 
latex or equal gloss finish in colours.

122. Ceilings Internal

Prepare and treat all ceilings as shown above but 
finish according to Finish Schedule.

123. Stucco

Prepare all stucco surfaces for painting with sealer 
20 and two coats latex paint. Apply one coat primer- 

sealer in white only. Apply two coats best quality 
latex paint. Care shall be taken that each coat is 
complete and even all over before second coat is 
applied, and all corners, returns and difficult 
spots will be thoroughly painted in each coat.

124. Woodwork External

Prepare all woodwork, knot, stop, fill and rub down 
completely. Apply one coat good quality primer- 
sealer paint to all surfaces. Apply two coats good 

30 quality lead base high gloss paint.

125. Window Frames

Clean down thoroughly, removing all marks or stains 
from lines or other mortar, paints, liquids, etc. 
and leave clean.

126. Other Metals

Clean down thoroughly with proprietary cleaners

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where applicable all chrome finish hardware etc. 
removing all stains, marks and paint spots.

127. Generally

Clean down and remove spots, stains, marks, etc, 
from all places, floor tiles, paving, etc. and 
leave the whole clean and tidy.
