1. The name of the Company is "A.E. ¥estfoank 
Pty. Limited".

2. The objects for which the Company is establi­ 
shed are:-

(1 ) To purchase or otherwise acquire and. carry 
on manage finance and undertake the whole or any 
part of the business (including the goodwill) 
property rights and. liabilities of any person 
or company carrying on. any business which the 
Company is authorised to carry on or possessed 
of propert3'- suitable for the purposes of this 
Company.

(2) To purchase take on lease or in exchange 
hire or otherwise acquire any real or person­ 
al property and any rights or privileges over 20 
or connected therewith which the Company may 
think necessary or convenient for the ptir- 
poses of its undertakings or business,

(3) To carry on. business and act as merchants, 
bankers, traders, commission agents, ship­ 
owners, carriers or in any other capacity in 
the Commonwealth of Australia or elsewhere and 
to purchase, build, hire, charter or otherwise 
own, hold, use and dispose of steam and other 
vessels and ships and their appurtenances and 30 
to import, export, buy, sell, barter, exchange, 
pledge, make advances upon e.nd otherwise deal 
in goods, produce, articles and merchandise.

(4) To purchase or otherwise acquire, and to 
sell, exchange, surrender, lease, mortgage,

(5} To subscribe for, conditionally or un­ 
conditionally, to underwrite, issue on commiss­ 
ion or otherwise, take, hold, deal in and con­ 
vert stocks, shares and securities of all kinds,

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arrangement for sharing profits, union of 
interest, reciprocal concession or co-operat­

ever and to give any guarantee or securit3r in 
relation thereto or otherwise in connection 
with any stocks shares bonds debentures or 10 
securities.

(39) To take part in the management super­ 
vision or control of the business or operat­ 
ions of any company or undertaking and for 
that ptirpose to appoint and remunerate any 
directors accountants or other experts or 
agent s ,

(40) To employ and pay experts agents and 
other persons to investigate and examine into 
the conditions prospects value character and 20 
circumstances of any business concerns and 
undertakings arid generally of any assets 
property and rights and to organise equip and 
despatch expeditions for prospecting, explor­ 
ing, reporting on, survey/ing, acquiring, 
developing and working mines lands farms 
districts territories and properties of every 
description.

(kl ) To pay all or any of the costs charges 
and expenses preliminary and incidental to the 30 
formation establishment and registration of the 
Company and any company to be promoted, as here­ 
in provided or to contract with any person or

(48) To negotiate loans manage properties and 
estates collect and receive rents interest and 
other moneys and generally to transact and 
carry on all kinds of agency and commission 
business.
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(49) To give any shareholder servant or em- 
ployee of the Company any share or interest in 
the profits of the Company's business or any 
branch thereof and for that purpose to enter 
into any arrangements the Directors of the 
Company may think fit.

(50) To provide for the welfare of persons 
in the employment of the Company or formerly 
engaged in any business acquired by the Com­ 
pany and the wives widows and families of any 
such persons by grants of money pensions or 
other payments and by providing or subscrib­ 
ing towards places of instruction and recrea­ 
tion and hospitals dispensaries raedical and 
other attendances and other assistance as the 
Directors shall think fit and to forn sub­ 
scribe to or otherwise aid benevolent relig­ 
ious scientific national or other institut­ 
ions or objects which shall have any moral or 
other claims to support or aid by the Company 20 
by reason of the locality of its operations 
or otherwise.

(53) To enter into any arrangements with any 
Government or Authorities supreme or munici­ 
pal local or otherwise or any company in any 
part of the ¥orld and to obtain from any such 
Government Authority or company or otherwise 
acquire any concessions rights or privileges 
for any objects or purposes whatsoever which 
the Directors may think capable of being pro­ 
fitably dealt with or desirable to obtain. 20 
And to carry into effect work exercise or 
otherwise turn to account deal with and dis­ 
pose of any such concessions rights or privi­ 
leges.

To join or become a member of any asso­ 
ciation company or society formed or to be 
formed for the protection or advancement of 
the interest of employers or capitalists or 
others engaged in any trade or business and to 
subscribe to or subsidise any such associat- 30 
ion company or society.

(55) To act as agents or brokers or as 
trustees for any person firm or company and 
to undertake and perform sub-contract and also 
to act in any of the businesses of the Com­ 
pany through or by means of agents brokers 
sub-contractors or otherwise.

(56) To do all or any of the above things in 
any part or parts of the Commonwealth of Aust­

2. In these presents unless there be something

the following words and expressions shall have the 
several meanings hereby assigned to them, that is

"Special Resolution" and "Extraordinary Reso­ 
lution." shall have the meaning assigned there­ 
to respectively by Section 97 of the Act.

Words importing the singular number only shall 
include the plural number and words importing 
the plural number only shall include the sin- 10 
gular number.

Words importing persons shall include compan­ 
ies corporations and public bodies.

"The Company" or "this Company" shall mean 
the abovementioned Company.

"Articles" shall mean these Articles of Asso­ 
ciation.

(2) The holders of Ordinary and Group 3 k% 
redeemable non-cumulative preference shares 
shall be entitled to one vote for each share 
held. The holders of the "A", "B", "C", "D", 
and "E" class shares and Group 1 and Group 2 
y/o redeemable non-cumulative preference shares 
shall not be entitled to vote at any General 
Meeting except as hereinafter provided, but 
shall be entitled to notice of and to attend 
General Meetings.

36. If the requirements of any such notice as afore­ 
said are riot complied with any share in respect of 
which the notice has been given, may at any time there­ 
after before the payment required by the notice has 
been made be forfeited by a resolution of the Direct­ 
ors to that effect. Such forfeiture shall include 
all dividends declared in respect of forfeited shares 
and not actually paid before the forfeiture.
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37. A forfeited share may be sold or otherwise dis­ 
posed of on such terns and in such manner as the Dir­ 
ectors think fit and at any tine before a sale or 
disposition the forfeiture may be cancelled on such 
terms as the Directors think fit.

38. A person whose shares have been forfeited 
shall cease to be a member in respect of the for­ 
feited shares but shall notwithstanding remain, lia 
ble to pay to the Company all moneys which at the 
date of forfeiture were payable by him to the Com- 
pany in respect of the shares.

39   A statutory declaration in writing that the 
declarant is a Director of the Company and that a 
share in the Company has been duly forfeited on a 
date stated in the declaration shall be conclusive 
evidence of the facts therein, stated as against 
all persons claiming to be entitled to the share. 
The Company may receive the consideration if any 
given for the share on any sale or disposition there­ 
of and may execute a transfer of the share in favour 
of the person to whom the share is sold or disposed 
of and he shall thereupon be registered as the hold­ 
er of the share and shall not be bound to see to the 
application of the purchase money if any nor shall 
his title to the share be affected by any irregul­ 
arity or invalidity in the proceedings in reference 
to the forfeiture sale or disposal of the share.

40. The provisions of these Articles as to for­ 
feiture shall apply in the case of non-payment of any 
sum which by the terms of isstie of a share becomes 30 
payable at a fixed tine whether on. account of the 
amount of the share or by way of premium as if the 
same had been payable by virtue of a call duly made 
and notified.

Conversion of Shares into Stock

41. The Company may by special resolution convert 
any paid-up shares into stock and reconvert any stock 
into paid-up shares of any denomination.

42. The holders of stock may transfer the same or 
any part thereof in the same manner and subject to 
the same Articles as and subject to which the shares 
from which the stock arose might previously to con­ 
version have been transferred or as near thereto as 
circumstances admit; but the Directors may from time 
to time fix the minimum amount of stock transferable 
and restrict or forbid the transfer of fractions of 
that minimum but the minimum shall not exceed the nom 
inal amount of the shares from which the stock arose.
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43« The holders of stock shall according to the 
amount of the stock held by them have the same rights 
privileges and advantages as regards dividends vot­ 
ing at meetings of the Company and other matters as 
if they held the shares from which the stock arose 
but no such privilege or advantage (except part­ 
icipation in the dividends and profits of the Com­ 
pany) shall be conferred by any such aliquot part 
of stock as would not if existing in shares have 
conferred that privilege or advantage.

44. Such of the Articles of the Company as are 
applicable to paid-up shares shall apply to stock.

Alteration of Capital

45- The Company may from time to time by special 
resolution increase the share capital by such 
sum to be divided into shares of such amount as the 
resolution shall prescribe.

46. The Company in General Meeting may previous
to the issue of any new shares determine that the
same or any of them shall be offered in the first
instance and either at par or at a premium to all 20
the then existing members or to the holders of any
particular class of shares in proportion to the
number of their respective shares or make any other
provisions as to the issue and allotment thereof but
in default of any such determination or so far as
the same shall not extend the new shares may be dealt
with as if they formed part of the shares in the
original capital.

47- The new shares shall be subject to the same 
provisions with reference to the payment of calls 
lien transfer transmission forfeiture and otherwise 
as the shares in the original share capital.

48. The Company by special resolution iaay:-

(a) Consolidate and divide all or any of
its share capital into shares of larger amount
than its existing shares.

(b) Subdivide its existing shares or any of 
them into shares of smaller amount than is 
fixed by the Memorandum of Association subject 
nevertheless to the provisions of paragraph (d) 40 
of sub-section one of Section one hundred and 
fifty-three of the Act.

(c) Cancel arry shares which at the date of 
the passing of the resolution have not been
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taken or agreed to be taken by any person.

49. The Company may by special resolution reduce 
its share capital and any capital redemption res­ 
erve fund in any manner and with and subject to any 
incident authorised and consent required by law.

General Meetings

50. A General Meeting shall be held once in every 
calendar year at such time (not being more than fif­ 
teen months after the holding of the last preceding 
General Meeting) and place as may be prescribed by 
the Company in General Meeting and if no time or 
place is prescribed at such time and place as may 
be determined by the Directors.

51. The abovementioned General Meetings shall 
be called Ordinary General Meetings; all other Gen­ 
eral Meetings shall be called Extraordinary General 
Meetings.

52. The Directors may whenever they think fit con­ 
vene an Extraordinary General Meeting and Extraord­ 
inary General Meetings shall be also convened on 20 
such, requisition or in default may be convened by 
such requisitionists as provided by section ninety- 
four of the Act. If at any time there are not 
within the State sufficient Directors capable of 
acting to form a quorum any Director or any two mem­ 
bers of the Company may convene an Extraordinary Gen­ 
eral Meeting in the same manner as nearly as possible 
as that in which meetings may be convened by the Dir­ 
ectors. Q

Notice of General Meetings

53» Subject to the provisions of sub-section two of 
Section ninety-seven of the Act relating to special 
resolutions seven days' notice at the least (exclusive 
of the day on which the notice is served or deemed to 
be served but inclusive of the day for which the notice 
is given) specifying the place the day and the hour 
of meeting and in case of special business the gener­ 
al nature of that business shall be given in manner 
hereinafter mentioned or in such other manner if any 
as may be prescribed by the Company in General Meet­ 
ing to such persons as are under the Articles of the 
Company entitled to receive such notices from the 
Companyj but with the consent in writing of all the 
members entitled to receive notice of some particular 
meeting that meeting may be convened by such shorter 
notice and in such manner as those members may think 
fit,
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54. The accidental omission to give notice of a 
meeting to or the non-receipt of notice of a meet­ 
ing by any members shall not invalidate the proc­ 
eedings at any meeting.

Proceedings at General Meetings

55* All business shall be deemed special that is 
transacted at an Extraordinary General Meeting and 
all that is transacted at an Ordinary General Meet­ 
ing with the exception of sanctioning a dividend the 
consideration of the accounts balance sheets and the 
report of the Directors and Auditors prescribed by 10 
the Act the election of Directors and other officers 
in the place of those retiring b}^ rotation and the 
fixing of the remuneration of the Auditors.

56. No business shall be transacted at any General 
Meeting unless a quorum of members is present at 
the time when the meeting proceeds to business; save 
as herein otherwise provided two members personally 
present shall be a quorum.

57   If within fifteen minutes from the time appoint­ 
ed for the meeting a quorum is not present the meet- 20 
ing if convened upon, the requisition of members shall 
be dissolved; in any other case it shall stand ad­ 
journed to the same day in the next week at the same 
time and place and if at the adjourned meeting a 
quorum is not present within fifteen minutes from 
the time appointed for the meeting the members pre­ 
sent shall be a quorum.

58. The Chairman, if any of the Board of Directors
shall preside as Chairman at every General Meeting of
the Company. 30

59   If there is no such Chairman or if at any meet­ 
ing he is not present within fifteen minutes after 
the time appointed for holding the meeting or is un­ 
willing to act as Chairman the members present shall 
choose some other Director or if there be no other 
Director present and willing to act some one of their 
number to be Chairman.

60. The Chairman may with the consent of any meet­ 
ing at which a quorum is present (and shall if so dir­ 
ected by the meeting) adjourn the meeting from time 
to time and from place to place but no business shall 
be transacted at any adjourned meeting other than the 
business left unfinished at the meeting from which the 
adjournment took place.
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61 « At any General Meeting a resolution put to
the vote of the meeting shall be decided on the voi­
ces or on a show of hands unless a poll is (before
or on the declaration of the result of the show of
hands) demanded by at least three members present
in person or by proxy entitled to vote or by one
member or two members so present arid entitled if
that member or those two members together hold not
less than fifteen per cent, of the paid-up capital
of the Company and unless a poll is so demanded a 10
declaration by the Chairman that a resolution has
on the voices or on a show of hands been carried
unanimously or by a particular majority or lost or
not carried by a particular majority and an entry
to that effect in the book of proceedings of the
Company shall be conclusive evidence of the fact
without proof of the number or proportion of the
votes recorded in favour of or against that reso­
lution.

62. If a poll is duly demanded it shall be taken
in such manner and either at once or after an in- 20
terval or adjournment as the Chairman directs and
unless the meeting is adjourned the result of the
poll shall be deemed to be the resolution of the
meeting at which the poll was demanded.

63. In the case of an equality of votes whether
on a show of hands or on a poll the Chairman of the
meeting at which the show of hands takes place or
at which the poll is demanded shall not be entitled
to a second or casting vote. OQ

64. A poll demanded on the election of a Chair­ 
man or on a question of adjournment shall be taken 
forthwith. A poll demanded on any other question 
shall be taken at such time as the Cha.irman of the 
meeting directs.

65. A resolution in writing signed by all members 
shall be as valid and effectual as if it had been 
passed at a meeting of members duly called and 
constituted. Members entitled to vote may sign 
separate copies of the resolution circulated for 
that purpose.

Votes of Members

66. On a show of hands every member present in 
person or by a representative appointed pursuant to 
section, ninety-six of the Act shall have one vote. 
On a poll every member shall have one vote for each 
share or each ten pounds of stock of which he is the 
holder.
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67. In the case of joint holders the vote of the 
senior who tenders a vote whether in person or by 
proxy shall be accepted to the exclusion, of the 
votes of the other joint holders; and for this pur­ 
pose seniority shall be determined by the order 
in which the names stand in the register of mem­ 
bers.

68. A member of unsound mind or in respect of whom 
an order has been made by any Court having juris­ 
diction in lunacy or an insane patient within the 10 
meaning of the Lunacy Act of 1898 may vote whether 
on a show of hands or on a poll by his committee or 
by some other person in the nature of a committee 
or appointed by that Court or by the manager of his 
estate or by the Master in Lunacy as the case may be 
and any such committee manager or other person or 
Master may on a poll vote by proxy.

69. No member shall be entitled to vote at any
General Meeting unless all calls or other suras
presently payable by him in respect of shares in 20
the Company have been paid.

70. On a poll votes may be given either personally 
or by proxy.

71. The instrument appointing a proxy shall be 
in writing under the hand of the appointor or of his 
attorney duly authorised in writing or if the app- 
ointor is a corporation either under seal or under 
the hand of an officer or attorney duly authorised. 
A proxy need not be a member of the Company.

72. The instrument appointing a proxy and the 30 
power of attorney or other authority if any under 
which it is signed or a notarially certified copy 
of that power or authority shall be deposited at 
the registered office of the Company not less 
than forty-eight hours before the time for holding 
the meeting or adjourned meeting at which the per­ 
son named in the instrument proposes to vote and in 
default the instrument of proxy shall not be treated 
as valid.

73» An instrument appointing a proxy may be in the 40 
following form or any other form which the Directors 
shall approve:-

Corporations Acting by Representatives
at Meetings

75« Any corporation which is a member of the Com­ 
pany may by resolution of its Directors or other 
governing body authorise such person as it thinks 
fit to act as its representative at any meeting 
of the Company or any class of members of the Com­ 
pany and the person so authorised shall be entitled 20 
to exercise the same powers on behalf of the cor­ 
poration which he represents as that corporation 
could exercise if it were an individual member of 
the Company.

Directors

76. Until otherwise determined by Ordinary Reso­ 
lution of the Company the number of Directors shall 
not be less than two nor more than seven in number. 
A Director need not be a member of the Company.

77» The first Directors shall be appointed by the 
subscribers hereto by an instrument in writing under 30 
their hands and such Directors when appointed shall 
hold office until vacated under Clause 85 hereof.

78. A Director may appoint any co-Director or 
other person to act as his proxy at meetings of the 
Directors and to sign resolutions under Article 101 
hereof and such appointments must be made in writ­ 
ing under the hand of the appointor and may at any 
time be revoked in like manner and may be for such 
purposes and with such powers authorities and dis­ 
cretions as are vested in or exercisable by any such 40
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Director under these Articles and may be general 
or for a special period or for specified meetings 
or for specified resolutions and notice of every 
such appointment or revocation must be given to the 
Company and the appointee need not be a Director 
or member of the Company but he must furnish the 
Company with his address.

79  The remuneration of the Directors shall be
fixed by the Directors and such remuneration shall

1O be divided among them in such proportion and man-
ner as the Directors may determine and in default 
of such determination within the year equally. A 
Director shall be repaid out of the funds of the 
Company any hotel travelling or other expenses 
properly and necessarily incurred by hini in attend­ 
ing the meetings of the Directors or Eiernbers or 
otherwise on the affairs or in connection with the 
business of the Company,

Powers and Duties of Directors

80. The business of the Company shall be managed 
by the Directors who may pay all expenses incurred 20 
in getting up and registering the Company and may 
exercise all such powers of the Company as are not 
by the Act or by these Articles required to be 
exercised by the Company in General Meeting subject 
nevertheless to any regulation of these Articles 
to the provisions of the Act and to such regulations 
(being not inconsistent with the aforesaid regu­ 
lations or provisions) as may be prescribed by the 
Company in General Meeting but no regulation made 
by the Company in General Meeting shall invalidate 30 
any prior act of the Directors which would have 
been valid if that regulation had not been made.

81. The Directors may from time to time appoint 
one or more of their body to the office of Manag­ 
ing Director or Manager for such term and at such 
remuneration (whether by way of salary or commiss­ 
ion or participation in profits or partly in one 
way and partly in another) as they may think fit and 
a Director so appointed shall not while holding that 
office be subject to retirement by rotation or tak- 
eri into account in determining the rotation or retire 
ment of Directors; but his appointment shall be sub­ 
ject to determination ipso facto if he ceases from 
any cause to be a Director or if the Company in 
General Meeting resolve that his tenure of the office 
of Managing Director or Manager be determined.

82. The following provisions shall have effect:-
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( 1 ) The Directors may from time to time pro­ 
vide for the management and transaction of the 
affairs of the Company in any specified loc­ 
ality in such manner as they shall think fit 
and the provisions contained in. the six next 
following paragraphs shall be without pre­ 
judice to the general powers conferred by this 
paragraph.

(2) The Directors may from time to time and
at any time establish any local boards or ag- 10
encies for managing any of the affairs of the
Company in any such specified locality and
may appoint any persons to be members of
such local board or any managers or agents
and may fix their renumeration.

(3) The Directors may from time to time and 
at any time delegate to any person so appoint­ 
ed any of the powers authorities and discret­ 
ions for the time being vested in the Direct­ 
ors other than the power of making calls and 20 
may authorise the members for the time being 
of such local board or any of them to fill 
up any vacancies therein and to act notwith­ 
standing vacancies and any such appointment 
or delegation may be made on such terras and 
subject to such conditions as the Directors 
may think fit and the Directors nay at any 
time remove any person so appointed and may 
annul or vary any such delegation.

The Directors may at any time and from time 30 
to time by power of attorney under the Com­ 
pany's seal appoint any person or persons to 
be the attorney or attorneys of the Company 
for such purposes and with such powers auth­ 
orities and discretions (not exceeding those 
vested in or exercisable by the Directors under 
these presents) and for such period and sub­ 
ject to such conditions as the Directors may 
froia time to time think fit and any such app­ 
ointment may (if the Directors think fit) be 40 
made in favour of the members or any of the 
members of any local board established as 
aforesaid or in favour of any company or of the 
members directors nominees or managers of any 
company or firm or in favour of any fluctuating 
body of persons whether nominated directly or 
indirectly by the Directors and any such pow­ 
er of attorney may contain such provisions for 
the protection or convenience of persons deal­ 
ing with such attorney or attorneys as the 50 
Directors may think fit.
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(5) Any such delegates or attorneys as afore­ 
said may be authorised by the Directors to 
sub-delegate all or any of the powers authorit­ 
ies and discretions for the time being vested 
in them.

(6) The Company may cause to be kept in any 
part of Her Majesty's Dominions outside the 
State of New South Wales in which it trans­ 
acts business a branch register of members 
and the Directors may from time to time make 
such provisions as they think fit respecting 10 
the keeping of any such branch register and 
the transfer of shares from the principal 
register to a branch register or vice versa 
or from a branch register to another branch 
register.

(?) The Directors may comply with the require­ 
ments of any local law which in their opinion 
it shall in the interests of the Company be 
necessary or expedient to comply with.

83. The Directors shall cause minutes to be made 20 
in books provided for the purpose:-

(a) of all appointments of officers made by the 
Directors.

(b) of the names of the Directors present at each 
meeting of the Directors and of any committee 
of the Directors.

(c) of all resolutions and proceedings at all
meetings of the Company and of the Directors 
and of committees of Directors*

The Seal

84. The seal of the Company shall not be affixed 30 
to any instrument except by the authority of a 
resolution of the Board of Directors and in the pre­ 
sence of a Director and of the Secretary or such 
other person as the Directors may appoint for the 
purpose and tha.t Director and the Secretary or 
other person as aforesaid shall sign every in­ 
strument to which the seal of the Company is so 
affixed in their presence.
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Disqualification of Directors

85. The office of a Director shall, ipso facto, 
be vacated if the Director:-

(a) Becomes bankrupt; or

(b) Becomes prohibited from being a Director
by reason of any order made under Section two 
hundred and fifty-five or Section three hun­ 
dred and seven of the Act; or

(c) Becomes an insane patient or an insane or
incapable person within the meaning of the
Lunacy Act 1898; or 10

(d) Resigns his office by notice in writing to 
the Company.

86. No Director shall be disqualified by his of­ 
fice from contracting with the Company either as 
vendor purchaser or otherwise nor shall any such 
contract or any contract or arrangement entered in­ 
to by or on behalf of the Company in which any 
Director shall be in any way interested be avoided 
nor shall any Director be liable to account to the 
Company for any profit arising from any such of- 20 
fice or place of profit or realised by any such 
contract or arrangement by reason only of such 
Director holding that office or of the fiduciary 
relations thereby established but it is declared 
that the nature of his interest must be disclosed 
by him at the meeting of the Directors at which the 
contract or arrangement is determined on if his in­ 
terest then exists or in any other case at the first 
meeting of the Directors after the acquisition of his 
interest. A Director may as a Director vote in 30 
respect of any contract or arrangement in which he 
is so interested as aforesaid. A general notice 
that a Director is a member of or otherwise inter- 
ested in any specified firm or company and is to be 
regarded as interested in all transactions with that 
firm or company shall be a sufficient disclosure under 
this clause as regards such Director and the said 
transactions and after such general notice it shall 
not be necessary for such Director to give a spec­ 
ial notice relating to any particular transaction ^0 
with that firm or company. So long as the provis­ 
ions of this Article have been obsv.erved by any Dir­ 
ector with regard to any contract or arrangement en­ 
tered into by or on behalf of the Company with any 
such Director or with any firm or company in which
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any Director snail be in any way interested then the 
fact that one or more of such Directors affixes the 
Company's seal to the document evidencing such 
contract or arrangement shall not in any way affect 
the validity of the said document.

87. A Director may hold any other office or 
place of profit in the Company in conjunction with 
his directorship except that of Auditor and may 
be appointed thereto upon such terms as to remun­ 
eration tenure of office and otherwise as may be 10 
arranged by the Directors.

88. If any Director being willing shall be called 
upon to perform extra services for the purposes of 
the Company the Company shall remunerate such Dir­ 
ector by a fixed sum or percentage of profits or 
otherwise as may be determined by the Directors and 
such remuneration may be either in addition to or 
in substitution for his remuneration above provid­ 
ed.

89» If any Director shall in the course of his 20 
duties as such expend, any moneys on behalf of the 
Company he shall be entitled to recover from the 
Company any moneys so expended.

90. Any casual vacancy occurring in the Board 
of Directors may be filled up by the unanimous 
resolution of the Directors or by a sole remaining 
Director or by an extraordinary resolution of the 
Company and the Directors shall have power at any time 
to appoint by a unanimous resolution a person as an 
additional Director and to define, limit and res- 30 
trict his powers and to determine his remuneration, 
Any person so appointed by the Directors or the sole 
remaining Director or by the Company shall hold of­ 
fice until his office shall be vacated under Clause 
85 hereof or the other Directors shall unanimously 
resolve in writing or the Company by extraordinary 
resolution declare, that his office shall be vacat­ 
ed.

Proceedings of Directors

91. The Directors may meet together for the des­ 
patch of business adjourn and otherwise regulate 
their meetings as they think fit. Questions aris- 40 
ing at any meeting shall be decided by a majority 
of votes, A Director may and the Secretary on the 
requisition of a Director shall at any time summon 
a meeting of the Directors.
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92. The quorum necessary for the transaction of 
the business of Directors may be fixed by the Dir­ 
ectors.

93« The continuing Directors may act notwithstand­ 
ing any vacancy in their body but if and so long as 
their number is reduced below the number fixed by or 
pursuant to the Articles of the Company as the nec­ 
essary quorum of Directors the continuing Direct­ 
ors may act for the purpose of increasing the 
number of Directors to that number or of summoning 
a General Meeting of the Company to fill the vacan­ 
cy.

9^. The Directors shall choose one of their number 
to act as Chairman of Directors at all meetings of 
Directors. Such Chairman shall not be entitled 
to a second or casting vote.

95  Such person or persons as the Directors shall 
from time to time determine shall be entitled to 
sign on the Company's behalf bills notes receipts 
acceptances endorsements cheques releases con~ 20 
tracts and documents.

96. The Directors Eiay delegate any of their pow­ 
ers to committees consisting of such meiafoer or mem­ 
bers of their body as they think fit. Any commit­ 
tee so formed shall in the exercise of the powers so 
delegated conform to any regulations that may be 
imposed on. it by the Directors.

97- A Committee may elect a Chairman of its meet­ 
ings. If no such Chairman is elected or if at any 
meeting the Chairman is not present within five min- 30 
utes after the time appointed for the holding of the 
same the members present may choose one of their num­ 
ber to be a Chairman of the meeting.

98. A committee may meet and adjourn as it thinks 
proper. Questions arising at any meeting shall be 
determined by a majority of votes of the members pre 
sent and in cases of an equality of votes the Chair­ 
man shall have a second or casting vote.

99  A meeting of the Directors for the time being 
at which a quorum is present shall be competent to 
exercise all or any of the authorities powers or 
discretions by or under these Articles or the regu­ 
lations of the Company for the time being vested in 
or exercisable by the Directors generally.
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100. All acts done by any meeting- of the Directors 
or of a cormaittee of Directors or any other person 
acting as a Director shall notwithstanding' that 
it be afterwards discovered that there was some 
defect in the appointment of any such Director or 
person acting as aforesaid or that they or any of 
them were disqualified be as valid as if every such 
person had been duly appointed and was qualified to 
be a Director.

101. A resolution signed by all the Directors 10 
entitled to notice of a meeting of Directors shall be 
as valid and effectual as if it had been passed at 
a meeting of Directors duly called and constituted. 
Directors entitled to vote may sign separate copies 
of the resolution circulated for that purpose*,

Dividends and Reserve

102. The Company in General Meeting may declare 
dividends but no dividends shall exceed the amount 
recommended by the Directors.

103. The Directors may from time to time pay to
the members sticli interim dividends as appear to the 20
Directors to be justified by the profits of the
Company.

104. No dividend shall be paid otherwise than out 
of profitSo

105. Subject to the rights of persons if any en­ 
titled to shares with special rights as to divi­ 
dends all dividends shall be declared and paid 
according to amounts paid on the shares but if and 
so long as nothing is paid up on. any of the shares 
in the Company dividends may be declared and paid 30 
according to the amounts of the shares. No amount 
paid on a share in advance of calls shall while 
carrying interest be treated for the purposes of 
this Article as paid on the share.

106. The Directors may before recommending any divi­ 
dend set aside out of the profits of the Company such 
suras as they think proper as a reserve or reserves 
which shall at the discretion of the Directors 
be applicable for meeting contingencies or for 
equalising dividends or for any other p^^rpose to 40 
which the profits of the Company may be properly 
applied and pending such application may at the 
like discretion either be employed in the business 
of the Company or be invested in such investments
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(other than shares of the Company) as the Directors 
may from time to time think fit.

107. If several persons are registered as joint 
holders of any share any one of them may give eff­ 
ectual receipts for any dividend or other moneys 
payable on or in respect of the share.

108, Any dividend may be paid by cheque or warrant 
sent through the post to the registered address of 
the member or person entitled thereto or in the 
case of joint holders to any one of such joint 10 
holders at his registered address or to such per­ 
son and such address as the member or person en­ 
titled or such joint holders as the case may be 
may direct.

Preliminary

1. The regulations contained in Table "A" in 
the Second Schedule to the Companies Act 1936 shall 
not apply to this Company except in so far as the 
same are repeated or contained in these Articles.

Interpretation

2. In these presents unless there be something 10 
in the subject or context inconsistent therewith 
the following words and expressions shall have the 
several meanings hereby assigned to them that is to
say:-

"Special Resolution" and "Extraordinary Reso­ 
lution" shall have the meaning assigned there­ 
to respectively by Section 97 of the Act.

Words importing the singular number only shall 
include the plural number and words importing 
the plural number only shall include the sing- 2O 
ular number.

Words importing the masculine gender only shall 
include the feminine gender.

Words importing persons shall include companies 
corporations and public bodies.

"The Company" or "this Company" shall mean 
the abovementioned Company.

"Articles" shall mean these Articles of Asso­ 
ciation.
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"Member" shall mean a registered holder of any 
share or stock of the Company.

"The Register" shall mean the Register of Mem­ 
bers to be kept pursuant to Section 78 (l) 
of the Companies Act.

(2) The holders of Ordinary and Group 3 4$ 
Redeemable non-cumulative Preference Shares 20 
shall be entitled to one vote for each share 
held. The holders of the "A" to "L" Class 
Shares inclusive and Group 1 and Group 2 5% 
Redeemable non-cumulative Preference Shares 
shall not be entitled to vote at any General 
Meeting except as hereinafter provided but 
shall be entitled to notice of and to attend 
General Meetings.

Such notice to the Company shall specify 
the sum he fixes as the fair value and shall const­ 
itute the Company his agent for the sale of the 40 
shares to any member of the Company or person select­ 
ed as aforesaid at the price so fixed or at the op­ 
tion of the purchaser at the fair value to be fixed 
by the Auditor or Auditors of the Company provided 
that the Company shall not without the consent of the 
proposing transferor be entitled to sell less than 
the total number of shares specified in such notice. 
The transfer notice shall not be revocable except 
with the sanction of the Directors.
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29. The shares specified in any transfer notice 
given to the Company as aforesaid shall be offer­ 
ed by the Company in the first place to the members, 
other than the proposing transferor as nearly as 
may be in proportion to the existing shares held by 
them respectively and the offer shall in each case 
limit the time within which the same if not accept­ 
ed will be deemed to be declined, and may notify 
the members that any member who desires an allot­ 
ment of shares in excess of his proportion should in 
his reply state how many excess shares he desires 
to have; and if all the members do not claim their 
proportions the unclaimed shares shall be used for 
satisfying the claims in excess.

ector by a fixed sum or percentage of profits or 
otherwise as may be determined by the Directors and 
such remuneration may be either in addition to or 
in substitution for his remuneration above provided.

89. If any Director shall in the course of his 
duties as such expend any moneys on behalf of the 
Company he shall be entitled to recover from the 
Company any moneys so expended.

90. Any casual vacancy occurring in the Board of 
Directors may be filled up by the unanimous resolut­ 
ion of the Directors or by a sole remaining Director 
or by an extraordinary resolution of the Company 
and the Directors shall have power at any time to 
appoint by a unanimous resolution a person as an 
additional Director and to define, limit and re- 
strict his powers and to determine his remuneration. 
Any person so appointed by the Directors or the sole 
remaining Director or by the Company shall hold of­ 
fice until his office shall be vacated under Art­ 
icle 85 hereof or the other Directors shall unanim­ 
ously resolve in writing or the Company by extra­ 
ordinary resolution declare, that his office shall 
be vacated.
