HEREAS it is expedient to provide that any charter which

Be it therefore enacted by the Queen’s most Excellent Majesty,
by and with the advice and consent of the Lords Spiritual and
Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parliament assembled, and
by the authority of the same, as follows :

2. A copy of any application for a charter for the foundation of Copy of
any college or university, which, after the passing of this Act, may Zﬁg&%ﬁ, to be
be referred by Her Majesty in Council for the consideration and Iaid before -
report of any Committee of Her Majesty’s Privy Council, shall, Farliament.
