The M40 Motorway (Junctions 6 to 9) (Temporary Fodlon
of Traffic) (No.2) Order 2013

WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, béegtraffic authority for the M40 Motorway
(“the M40") and connecting roads, is satisfied tiaffic on several lengths of that motorway and
on fourteen of those connecting roads, in the DBistof Wycombe in the County of
Buckinghamshire and the Districts of South Oxfomdshand Cherwell in the County of
Oxfordshire, should be prohibited because works m@mposed to be executed thereon; and
whereas the Secretary of State for Transport inrdemce with section 14(3) of the Road Traffic
Regulation Act 1984 has had regard to the existence of alternativeesosuitable for the traffic
which will be affected by this Order:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exercitehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198yitereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the M40 Motorway (Jionst6 to 9) (Temporary Prohibition of
Traffic) (No.2) Order 2013 and shall come into foan 15th July 2013 and remain in force until
4th August 2013.

2. In this Order:

“the tip of the nosing” means, as indicated byrtiekings on the carriageway, the first point
where an entry slip road joins, or the last poiheve an exit slip road leaves, the carriageway
of the M40;

“the northbound Oxford Spur” meatise northbound Oxford Spur Motorway, at Junction
8 of the M40, from its diverge point from the ndrtlund carriageway of the M40 to its
merge point with the entry slip road to the westibwearriageway of the A40 Trunk
Road, including the A40 Trunk Road exit slip roadhe A418;

“the southbound Oxford Spur” meargetsouthbound Oxford Spur Motorway, at Junction
8 of the M40, from its diverge point with the exslip road from the A418 to the
eastbound carriageway of the A40 Trunk Road, tanésge point with the southbound
carriageway of the M40, including the entry sliyad from the A418;

“a slip road” means the —

(a) exit slip road from, and the entry slip roadtte northbound carriageway of the M40
at Junction 6,

(&) 1984 c.27; a new section 14 was substituted &yRibad Traffic (Temporary Restrictions) Act 19926), section 1(1) and
Schedule 1.



(b) exit slip road from, and the entry slip roadttee southbound carriageway of the M40
at Junction 6,

(c) exit slip road from the northbound carriagewfyhe M40 at Junction 7,
(d) entry slip road to the southbound carriagewiayh®@ M40 at Junction 7,

(e) exit slip road from, and the entry slip roadttee northbound carriageway of the M40
at Junction 8A,

(f) exit slip road from, and the entry slip roaq the southbound carriageway of the M40
at Junction 8A,

(g) exit slip road from, and the entry slip roadtte northbound carriageway of the M40
at Junction 9, and

(h) exit slip road from, and the entry slip roadttee southbound carriageway of the M40
at Junction 9;

“a works period” means a period of 8 hours betw22:®0 hours and 06:00 hours, during a
period starting on Thursday 18th July 2013 andremdin Sunday 4th August 2013 when the
works have been completed; and

“works” mean annual routine maintenance works orthbthe main carriageway and
connecting roads of the M40.

3. Subject as mentioned in article 4 of this Ordempecson shall, during a works period, cause
or permit any motor vehicle to enter or proceedhm northbound Oxford Spur, the southbound
Oxford Spur or a slip road.

4. The provisions of article 3 of this Order shalpponly during such times and to such extent
as shall, from time to time, be indicated by t@ffigns and shall not apply to a vehicle being used
in connection with the works, for winter maintenarar for emergency purposes by the police,
fire and rescue authority, ambulance or traffi¢oaff services or anything done at the direction, or
with the permission, of a constable, or a trafffecer in uniform.
