1. These Regulations may be cited as the Air NawgafRestriction of Flying) (Shoreham-by-

2. The Air Navigation (Restriction of Flying) (Shomah-by-Sea) Regulations 20b3(are
amended as follows.
Restricted airspace

3—For Regulation 3(1), substitute—

“3.—(1) Subject to paragraph (2), between 0930 houds1a®0 hours on 31st August
and 1st September 2013, no aircraft is to fly beloB00 feet above mean sea level within
the area bounded by a circle having a radius ofnabtical miles whose centre is at
505008N 0001750W.".

EXPLANATORY NOTE
