Citation and commencement

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Air NawogafRestriction of Flying) (Bucklebury,
Berkshire) Regulations 2013 and come into forc@4th July 2013.

I nterpretation

2. In regulation 3 all times referred to are Co-oad@d Universal Time.

Restricted airspace

3—(1) Subject to paragraph (2), between 0800 honrg4th July 2013 and 2359 hours on 7th
August 2013, no aircraft is to fly below 4,500 fabbve mean sea level within the area of a circle
having a radius of 1.5 nautical mile whose cergrgli2546N 0011150W.

(2) Paragraph (1) does not apply to any aircraft—

(a) flying in the service of—
(i) the National Police Air Service,
(ii) the Metropolitan Police Service,
(iii) the Helicopter Emergency Medical Service, or
(iv) The Queen’s Helicopter Flight; or

(b) being operated with the authority of Chief Inspec&tephanie Cook of the Thames
Valley Police.
