The A38 Trunk Road (Marley Head to Wrangaton, Dgvon
(Temporary Restriction and Prohibition of Traff@yder 2013

Made - - - - 3rd September 2013
Comingintoforce - - 7th September 2013

WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, behe traffic authority for the A38 Trunk
Road (“the A38") and connecting roads, is satistlet traffic on lengths of that road and some of
those connecting roads near South Brent and Iwgbricth the County of Devon should be
restricted and prohibited because works are praptwsbe executed thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerobehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198y hereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the A38 Trunk Road [®MaHead to Wrangaton, Devon)
(Temporary Restriction and Prohibition of Traffidyder 2013 and shall come into force on 7th
September 2013.

2. In this Order —

“the first length of the A38” means the westbouadriageway of the A38 from the tip of the
nosing of the westbound entry slip road at the MaHiead Junction (near South Brent) to a
point 200 metres west of the tip of the nosinghefwestbound exit slip road at the Wrangaton
Junction (near Ivybridge);

“the second length of the A38” means the westbotardiageway of the A38 from a point
1800 metres west of the tip of the nosing of thetiveund entry slip road at the Marley Head
Junction (near South Brent) to a point 200 metrestwof the tip of the nosing of the
westbound exit slip road at the Wrangaton Jundiear Ivybridge);

“the third length of the A38” means the westbouadiageway of the A38 from the tip of the
nosing of the westbound exit slip road at the MaHead Junction to the tip of the nosing of
the westbound entry slip road at the South Brendtion;

“the slip roads” mean (i) the westbound entry stipd at the A38 Marley Head Junction; (ii)
the eastbound exit slip road at the A38 South Bdanttion; and (iii) the westbound exit slip
road at the A38 Wrangaton Junction;

“layby” means an area of carriageway intendedtierwaiting of vehicles, bounded partly by
a road marking on the outer edge of that carriages@mplying with diagram 1010 in
Schedule 6 to the Traffic Signs Regulations and eG@nDirections 2008(); and in this
definition "carriageway" means any way (other thatycle track) comprised in the trunk road

over which the public have a right of way for trespage of vehicles and which has a surface
suitable for the exercise of that right;

“tip of the nosing” means the first point where emtry slip road joins the carriageway of a
trunk road or the last point where an exit sliparteaves the carriageway of a trunk road,;

“the works” mean resurfacing works and associabad markings, studs and nodes;

“a works period” means a period of 11 hours stgrtat 19.00 hours on Monday 9th

September 2013 or on any subsequent day and enmdieg the said works have been
completed;

and a reference to an article followed by a nunbearreference to the article in this Order which
bears that number.

3. Subject as mentioned in articles 7 and 9, no pestall, during a works period, drive any
motor vehicle at a speed exceeding 50 miles per tthe first length of the A38.

4. Subject as mentioned in articles 7 and 9, no pesball, during a works period, drive any
motor vehicle at a speed exceeding 10 miles per bouhe second length of the A38 whilst
traffic signs of a character authorised under sadd4 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984
indicating “convoy working” on that road are disgtd.

5. Subject as mentioned in articles 7 and 8, no pesball, during a works period, cause or
permit any vehicle to enter or proceed in the thérdyth of the A38 and the slip roads.

6. Subject as mentioned in articles 7 and 8, no pesball, during a works period, cause or
permit any vehicle to enter, proceed or remain hie taybys adjacent to the westbound
carriageway of the A38 situated:

(@) 785 metres west of the tip of the nosing of thetlhasd entry slip road at the A38
Marley Head Junction;

(b) 2385 metres west of the tip of the nosing of thetieund entry slip road at the A38
Marley Head Junction.
7. The provisions of articles 3, 4, 5 and 6 shalllaemly during such times and to such extent
as shall from time to time be indicated by traffigns and shall not apply to:
(&) avehicle being used for police, fire and rescubaity or ambulance purposes;
(b) anything done at the direction of, or with the pesion of, a constable.

8. The provisions of articles 5 and 6 shall not afplg vehicle being used for or in connection
with the said works or for traffic officer purposes

9. No speed limit imposed by this order applies tbisles falling within regulation 3(4) of the
Road Traffic Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variateomd Amendment) Regulations 2011 when
used in accordance with regulation 3(5) of thosguRsions.
