WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, béegtraffic authority for the A1 Trunk Road
(“the A1") and connecting roads, is satisfied ttnaffic on a length of that road and some of those
connecting roads, between North Muskham and Fasttire County of Nottinghamshire, should
be prohibited because works are proposed to beiedthereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exercitehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198y} hereby makes the following Order: -

1. This Order may be cited as the Al Trunk Road (INMtiskham to Foston, Nottinghamshire)
(Temporary Prohibition of Traffic) Order 2013 arfth come into force on 20th September 2013.

2. In this Order:

“the trunk road” means the southbound carriagewayhe Al from its
junction with the slip road leading to its roundabo
junction with the B6325 at North Muskham to its¢tion
with the slip road leading from the Church Lane/heil
Way/Great North Road roundabout junction north of

Foston;
“a slip road” means the slip road leading —

i) to the southbound carriageway of the Al from
the roundabout junction with the B6325 at North
Muskham;

ii) from the southbound carriageway of the Al to
the roundabout junction with the A46 and A17 at
Winthorpe;

iv) from the southbound carriageway of the Al to its
junction with Beacon Hill Road at Coddington;

Vi) from the northbound carriageway of the Al to its
junction with Beacon Hill Road at Coddington;
and

vii) to the northbound carriageway of the Al from its
junction with Beacon Hill Road at Coddington;

viii) from the southbound carriageway of the Al to its
roundabout junction with the B6326 at Balderton;

iX) to the southbound carriageway of the Al from its
roundabout junction with the B6326 at Balderton;
and

X) from the southbound carriageway of the Al to

Main Road, north of Long Bennington

bears that number.

3. Subject as mentioned in article 7, no person staling the works period, cause or permit
any vehicle to enter or proceed in the trunk road slip road.

4. Subject as mentioned in article 7, no person sbaling the works period, cause or permit
any vehicle to enter or proceed in any layby adjatethe trunk road.

5. Subject as mentioned in article 7, no person sHaling the works period, cause or permit
any vehicle to enter or leave —
(a) the Coddington southbound entry and exit slipdrleading to and from the southbound
carriageway of the Al at Coddington at the junctiotin Newark Road;
(b) the southbound carriageway of the Al at itgfioms with —
i)  the access road leading to and from HolFasn;
i)  the access road leading to and from Shepherds Barsi;, or
iii) Doddington Lane;

6. Subject as mentioned in article 7, no person stating the works period, cause or permit any
vehicle to enter or proceed in the gap in the eénéservation of the Al situated —

(a) atits junction with Fen Lane;

(b) approximately 390 metres north of its junction win Lane;

(c) approximately 730 metres north of its junction wién Lane;

(d) approximately 770 metres south of its junction viAdn Lane;

7. The provisions of articles 3, 4, 5 and 6 shalllapmly during such times and to such extent
as shall from time to time be indicated by traffigns and shall not apply to any vehicle-

(a) being used for police, fire brigade or amboépurposes;
(b) proceeding at the direction of, or with therpission of, a police constable; or

(c) being used in connection with the said works.
