The A66 Trunk Road (Keswick to Crosthwaite) (Tengrgr
Prohibition and Restriction of Traffic) Order 2013

WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport b#iegraffic authority for the A66 Trunk Road is
satisfied that traffic on that trunk road in thes@tict of Allerdale in the County of Cumbria, shdle
restricted and prohibited because works are proptiosee executed thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exemigbe powers conferred by section 14(1)(a)
of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1983(hereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the A66 Trunk Roads{ck to Crosthwaite) (Temporary
Prohibition and Restriction of Traffic) Order 20&8d shall come into force on 3xdvember
2013.

2. In this Order:
“the trunk road” means the A66 Trunk Road;

“the first length of carriageway” means the trurdad from a point 570 metres west of the
centreline of the junction with the local road torfthscale to a point 1275 metres east of the
point where the centrepoint of the carriageway mdbe outer ring of the circulatory
carriageway of the Crosthwaite roundabout.

“the second length of carriageway” means the truvdd from a point 225 metres east of the
centreline of the junction with the local road tarfhscale to a point where the centrepoint of
the carriageway meets the outer ring of the citowacarriageway of the Crosthwaite
roundabout.

“layby” means an area of carriageway, intendedtferwaiting of vehicles, bounded partly by a road
marking on the outer edge of that carriageway cgimplwith diagram 1010 in Schedule 6 to
the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directi®f02b);

“the first layby to be closed” means the layby adj# to the eastbound carriageway of the trunk
road situated at a point 150 metres west of theelare of Chapel Beck Aqueduct;

“the second layby to be closed” means the laybgicatjt to the eastbound carriageway of
the trunk road situated at a point 910 metresaabie centreline of the junction with the
B5289 to Keswick.

“the third layby to be closed” means the layby edja to the westbound carriageway of
the trunk road situated at a point 130 metres wiete point where the centrepoint of the
carriageway meets the outer circle of the circulatcarriageway of the Crosthwaite
roundabout.

“the fourth layby to be closed” means the laybyaadpt to the westbound carriageway of
the trunk road situated at a point 1130 metres @fagte centreline of the junction with
the local road to Storm Farm, Keswick.

“the works period” means a period starting at 0804rs on Monday 4 November 2013
and ending at 2359 hours on Sunday 2 February 28/btks may start and continue
beyond these dates for such period not exceedinghdi@hs as shall be required to
complete the works;

“works” means resurfacing works on the trunk road.

Subject as mentioned in articles 8 and 9 of thie®no person shall, during the works period,
cause or permit any motor vehicle to be drivensgieeed exceeding 40 miles per hour in the first
length of carriageway.

Subject as mentioned in articles 8 and 9 of thideDmo person shall, during the works
period, cause or permit any motor vehicle to beairiat a speed exceeding 10 miles per hour
in the second length of carriageway whilst traffigns of a character authorised under
Section 64 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198dicating “convoy working” on that
length of road are displayed.

Subject as mentioned in article 8 of this Orderimduthe works period, no person shall cause or
permit any vehicle to overtake a moving vehiclenmake a ‘U’ turn in the first length of
carriageway

Subject as mentioned in article 8 of this Ordepamson shall, during the works period, cause
or permit any motor vehicle with an overall widtkceeding 3.20 metres (10 feet 6 inches) to
enter or proceed in the first length of carriageway

Subject as mentioned in article 8 of this Ordeperson shall, during the works period, cause or
permit any vehicle to enter or proceed in the,fgstond, third or fourth layby to be closed.

The provisions of articles 3, 4, 5, 6, and 7 of tBirder shall apply only during such times
and to such extent as shall from time to time lokicated by traffic signs, and shall not apply
to any vehicle being used for emergency purposdabdyolice, fire and rescue authority or
ambulance services or anything done at the dimrectio with the permission, of a constable,
or a traffic officer in uniform.

The provisions of articles 5, 6, and 7 of this @rsleall not apply to any vehicle being used in
connection with the said works, or by traffic ofis.

No speed limit imposed by this Order applies toislel falling within regulation 3(4) of the
Road Traffic Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variataod Amendment) Regulations 20H) (
when used in accordance with regulation 3(5) of¢h@egulations.
