“Northamptonshire County Council.”.

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EXPLANATORY NOTE
(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations amend the Special Educational Needs and Disability (First-tier Tribunal
Recommendation Power) (Pilot) Regulations 2015 by adding four additional local authorities to the
list of pilot local authorities in the Schedule to those Regulations. This will enable the additional
local authorities (Birmingham City Council, Buckinghamshire County Council, East Sussex County
Council and Northamptonshire County Council) to participate in the pilot scheme.

A full impact assessment has not been produced for this instrument as no, or no significant, impact
on the private, voluntary or public sectors is foreseen.
