the 24th and 26th of March, 195SV) concerning a loan by the Government 
of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland to the 
Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan, should he modified in such 
a way that repayment of the instalment of f50,000 sterling which was due on 
the 1st of April, 1963, should be deferred until the 1st of April, 1969. 

If the foregoing proposal is acceptable to the Government of the United 
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, I request that the present 
Note and Your Excellency’s reply in that sense should be regarded as 
constituting an Agreement between the two Governments in this matter.
