Dear Mr. Newington.

I have the honour to refer to the Agreement for the reciprocal extradition
of criminals between the Government of the, State of Israel and the
Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland,
done at London on 4 April 1960(". The Government of the State of Israel
proposes.to the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland that the said treaty be amended by the addition of the
following Article :—

Article 14

“ Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 1, the Government of the
State of Israel shall not be obliged to extradite a national of Israel, and
the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland shall not be obliged to extradite a citizen of the United Kingdom
and Colonies.

If extradition is not granted in pursuance of the first paragraph of this
Article, the requested Party shall submit the case to its competent authority
for the purpose of prosecution ™,

Upon receipt of a Note from Your Excellency indicating that the foregoing
proposal is acceptable to the Government of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland, the Government of the State of Israel will
consider that this Note and your reply thereto constitute an Agrecment
between our two Governments amending the said treaty, the amendment
to take effect as from the date of this Exchange of Notes.
