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TREATY 
O N  THE PRINCIPLES OF RELATIONS AND CO-OPERATION BETWEEN THE 

UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND 
AND UKRAINE 

The United Kingdom and Ukraine, hereinafter referred to as the Parties; 

Reflecting the aspiration of their peoples to develop friendship and co-operation; 

Stressing the fundamental significance of the historic changes resulting from the end of 
the era of ideological and military confrontation in Europe; 

Noting that Ukraine is one of the successor states to the former Soviet Union; 

Guided by the aims and principles of the UN Charter', the provisions of the Helsinki 

Conscious of their responsibility to help preserve peace and strengthen security in 
Europe and the whole world; 

Convinced of the need to help strengthen the atmosphere of friendship, mutual 
confidence, understanding and co-operation in international relations and determined to 
play an active part in this process; 

Seeking to create a Europe of peace, democracy, freedom and common human values, 
and to encourage the deepening of the CSCE process through, infer alia, development of 
security and co-operation mechanisms; 

Fully determined to develop their co-operation in political, economic, scientific and 
technological, environmental, cultural and humanitarian fields on the basis of equality and 
mutual benefit, and in the spirit of new partnership and co-operation exemplified by the 
Joint Declaration by the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and 
Ukraine signed in London on 15 September 1992;4 

Final Act2, the Paris Charter for a new Europe) and other CSCE documents; 

Have agreed as follows: 

ARTICLE 1 

Peace and friendship are and shall remain the basis of relations between the United 
Kingdom and Ukraine. These relations shall be built on mutual conlidenae and 
understanding, partnership and co-operation. 

ARTICLE 2 
The Parties, reaffirming their obligations under the Charter of the United Nations, 

undertake to work closely together in upholding the purposes and principles of the United 
Nations Charter, in strengthening the United Nations Organisation and in ensuring that 
the United Nations responds effectively to threats to international peace and security. 

ARTICLE 3 

The Parties shall collaborate within the framework of other international 
organisations of which they are members, as well as at international conferences and fora, 
in order to help consolidate a framework of lasting co-operation between countries of the 
world. 

ARTICLE 4 

The Parties shall develop their relations in strict observance of the principles of 
international law and in good faith. They declare their commitment to the peaceful 
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resolution of disputes, to the principles of sovereign equality, territorial integrity and the 
inviolability of frontiers, to the democratic principles and practices of an open society and 
to respect for human rights and the rule of law. They affirm that relations between them 
shall be governed in particular by their commitments under the documents of the 
Conference on Security and Co-operation in Europe, including the Helsinki Final Act, the 
Charter of Paris for a new Europe, and the Helsinki Document of 1992’. 

ARTICLE 5 

The Parties, reaffirming that in international relations it is impermissible for the threat 
or use of force to be employed as a means of settling disputes, and that all international 
disputes should be settled exclusively by peaceful means, undertake to work together, 
bilaterally and within an appropriate multilateral framework, in the search for solutions 
and for the peaceful settlement of disputes. To this end, the Parties shall hold regular 
consultations at  different levels to develop their bilateral relations and areas of 
co-operation; and to discuss their positions on international issues of mutual concern. 
When a situation so requires, the Parties shall be ready to consult each other at short notice. 

ARTICLE 6 

The Parties shall assist in every way international efforts to achieve effective arms 
control and to enhance military confidence and security. They shall co-operate to support 
international measures to reduce armed forces and arms to the minimum levels 
commensurate with legitimate defence needs. They attach importance to the reduction of 
nuclear armaments and the implementation of nuclear arms control agreements. The 
Parties shall develop contacts a t  all levels between their respective armed forces and 
defence ministries. 

ARTICLE 7 

( I )  The Parties shall co-operate in promoting further measures to prevent the 
proliferation of weapons of mass destruction and the missile technology used to deliver 
them to the targets, and to pursue responsible policies on the transfer ofconventional arms. 
These measures would not affect legitimate national civil programmes and international 
co-operation programmes for the peaceful use of nuclear energy and exploration of outer 
space. The Parties note the continuing importance of the provisions of the 1968 Treaty on 
the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons*. They agree upon the importance of Ukraine’s 
early accession to the Treaty as a non-nuclear weapon state and, in this connection, of the 
provision from that time by the United Kingdom, as a Permanent Member of the United 
Nations Security Council, of relevant and specific security assurances to Ukraine. 

(2) The Parties are convinced that the introduction and implementation of effective 
export controls are essential if these objectives are to be achieved, and agree to co-operate 
in promoting such controls. 

ARTICLE 8 

The Parties shall co-operate towards strengthening of the 1972 Convention on the 
Prohibition of the Development, Production and Stockpiling of Bacteriological 
(Biological) and Toxin Weapons and on their destruction’. They shall endeavour to secure 
the entry into force as soon as possible of the 1993 Convention on the Prohibition of the 
Development, Production, Stockpiling and use of Chemical Weapons and on their 
Destruction4. 

ARTICLE 9 

(1) The Parties shall co-operate within the framework of the Conference on Security and 
Co-operation in Europe, in particular in the new Forum for Security Co-operation, in

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order to develop and implement measures to enhance openness, security and stability 
in military affairs. They shall continue to improve security co-operation through contacts 
in this and other fora. 

(2) The Parties reaffirm their commitment to continue the process of conventional arms 
control, including through the full implementation of the Treaty on Conventional Armed 
Forces in Europe' 

ARTICLE 10 

( I )  The Parties, emphasising the importance of the integration of Ukraine into the 
international economic and financial system, shall co-operate within the International 
Monetary Fund and other international economic and financial institutions. 

(2) The Parties are agreed that the development of relations between the United 
Kingdom and Ukraine will complement and extend bilateral relations between the 
European Community and Ukraine. The United Kingdom shall support the further 
development of relations between Ukraine and the European Community in accordance 
with the European Community's responsibilities. 

ARTICLE 11  

( I )  The Parties shall seek, in accordance with the principles of a market economy and of 
private enterprise, to promote co-operation between the two countries in different areas of 
economic activity, including: 

+nergy, including under the European Energy Charter; 
-agriculture, food processing and distribution; 
-state finances and taxation; 
-banking and other financial services; 
-privatisation; 
--development of small businesses 

(2) The United Kingdom shall continue to support such activity infer alia through 
bilateral and multilateral programmes to which the United Kingdom may contribute as 
appropriate. 

(3) The Parties shall provide an effective legal framework for private investment. Each 
Party shall provide legal protection for investment by nationals and legal persons of the 
other Party. 

(4) The Parties shall provide for the creation and maintenance of protection of 
intellectual property to the standards generally prevailing in Europe. 

ARTICLE 12 

The Parties, agreeing that environmental protection is a high priority, shall encourage 
co-operation between relevant authorities in the fields of preservation and improvement of 
the environment and its protection from damage due to pollution, including exchanges of 
appropriate information and experts in the event of natural catastrophes, ecological 
disasters (such as Chernobyl) and major industrial accidents. 

ARTICLE 13 

The Parties shall encourage wide and free contacts between the citizens of the United 
Kingdom and Ukraine. They welcome the provisions of the Memorandum of 
Understanding on Unrestricted Freedom to Travel signed in London on 15 September 
19922. The Parties shall operate their respective arrangements for the issue of visas with the 
greatest possible degree of speed and efficiency. 
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ARTICLE 14 

The Parties shall extend to each other all appropriate assistance in the operations of 
diplomatic missions in each other’s country. 

ARTICLE 15 

The Parties shall encourage exchanges between members of their respective 
legislatures. They shall encourage co-operation and exchanges of experience in 
parliamentary procedures and practice, and in the preparation of legislation. The Parties 
shall also encourage contacts and exchanges of experience in public administration; in the 
judiciary and between legal bodies; and between press and media organisations. 

ARTICLE 16 

The Parties shall promote the development of cultural and educational contacts and 
co-operation and exchanges between organisations and individuals in the two countries. 
The Parties shall welcome each other’s efforts to promote their respective languages in each 
other’s country. 

ARTICLE 17 

The Parties shall encourage co-operation between their respective authorities in other 
fields, and consider that the following are likely to be particularly appropriate in this 
respect: 

(a) scientific and technological co-operation, including exchanges of appropriate 
information and specialists and direct links between researchers and research 
institutes; 

(b) civil nuclear energy, in particular safety; 
(c) transport, including infrastructure, research and development, science and 

(d) construction. 
technology; 

ARTICLE 18 

The Parties condemn all forms and acts of terrorism regardless of motives and 
objectives and reaffirm their conviction that terrorism cannot be justified in any 
circumstances. The Parties shall work closely together in the fight against terrorism, crime, 
including organised crime, drug trafficking and illegal international dealing in cultural 
treasures. 

ARTICLE 19 

The Parties envisage that the development of relations between them may lead to the 
conclusion of separate agreements and arrangements in different areas of co-operation. 

ARTICLE 20 
The Parties declare that this Treaty does not detract from or otherwise displace the 

Parties’ respecfive rights and obligations either under existing or future bilateral and 
multilateral agreements to which they are party or arising from their membership of 
international organisations, and that co-operation under this Treaty shall proceed to the 
extent that it is compatible with those rights and obligations. They declare that this Treaty 
is not intended to affect the interests of any other State or groups of States. 

ARTICLE 21 

Each of the Parties shall notify the other of the completion of the procedures required 
by its law for the entry into force of the Treaty. The Treaty shall enter into force on the date 
of the later of these notifications.

This Treaty shall be of unlimited duration but shall cease to be in force six months after 

theday upon which one Partynotifies theotherpartyin writingofitsintention to terminate 
its validity.

This Treaty shall be registered with the UN Secretariat pursuant to Article 102 of the 

Charter of the United Nations.
